Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated there are many things we do that are projections.  We use the best information we have.  We had no idea how much fuel was going to go up.  Based on the current projections, we felt like that the number that was recommended by the School Board, $610,000.00, could be funded out of the Rural Debt Service, without unnecessary tax increases.  Commissioner Scott asked how will we fund this next budget year?  Commissioner Marlowe stated according to all the discussion that has taken place.  Mr. Gilbert stated that the majority of the funds that the school system received at the end of the budget year.  It was classified as growth money could also be categorized also as money that was put in Rural Debt.  Commissioner Swindell stated the problem with these raises is that it meets a 3 cent tax rate next year.  We gave the School Board all the growth money and they elected not to give the teachers raises.  Commissioner Lannom stated we don’t give teacher raises, that is up to the School Board.  You are asking us to put money in the schools and there is no guarantee that is what that money will be used for.  Commissioner Marlowe stated the School Board could not use the growth money for reoccurring expenditures.  Commissioner Lannom stated he would like to get away from these teacher raises.  We are doing a capital outlay note for teacher raises.  Commissioner Marlowe stated no the capital outlay note is for roof repairs.  Commissioner Stafford asked since we don’t give teacher pay raises, does this leave us open for future litigation?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he did not believe so.  It was freeing up money that they could use for teacher raises.  Commissioner Lenning called for questions.   Passed by a roll call vote 11 for, 13 against, 0 not voting, and 1 absent.
