Commissioner Weston asked on the February 13 meeting were there some folks who wanted to make some comments in that meeting?  Commissioner Lannom stated yes there were.  Commissioner Weston asked was there a vote taken by the committee to hear those folks?  Commissioner Lannom stated no there was not.  Commissioner Weston asked did you realize there was some people there from the City of Mt. Juliet that wanted to make some comments.  Commissioner Lannom stated yes he was.  Commissioner Weston stated you were?  Commissioner Lannom stated they introduced themselves as being from Mt. Juliet.  Commissioner Weston asked they did?  Commissioner Lannom stated he thought so or you introduced them.  Commissioner Weston asked did I ask, I did ask to speak?  Commissioner Lannom stated yes you did.  Commissioner Weston asked did I not ask for a vote at that time?  Commissioner Lannom stated you asked if I would take a vote.  Commissioner Weston stated yes sir, I did.  I did and you  ORcommittee didn’t do that correct?  Commissioner Lannom stated there was no vote because there was no motion to vote on.  Commissioner Weston stated that’s what I’m saying there was not one made.  I noticed on your minutes that you deferred this back to the Planning Commission.  Commissioner Lannom asked the Planning Commission.  Commissioner Weston apologized and stated the Finance Committee, they were to study the recommendations from the Attorney, is that correct?  Commissioner Lannom stated no that is not correct.  Commissioner Weston asked that wasn’t what your intent was, for them to study the recommendation from the Attorney.  Commissioner Lannom stated if he remembered correctly he asked the committee if they had all received a copy of the ten page report and recommendation from the County Attorney and I believe they all said they had except for Mr. McCluskey.  He had not received a copy and someone gave him a copy and I read the submission of the Attorney’s report to the committee.  Commissioner Weston asked what was the motion made in that meeting?  Commissioner Lannom stated you have the minutes I don’t know.  Commissioner Weston stated he would read them to you.  “He, that meaning you, made a motion to recommend to the Finance Committee to establish an AdHoc Committee, this committee to resolve issues concerning outlining conditions from the County Attorney’s previous provided to the Committee.”  That says what the County Attorney’s letter says.  In essence you asked for the vote, right?  Commissioner Lannom stated he did not believe that was correct.  Commissioner Weston stated that is what the minutes say.  Commissioner Lannom stated that’s what the minutes say, you say what they say, but the vote was to pass the recommendations that we made on to the Finance Committee including the report from our County Attorney.  Commissioner Weston stated the only motion you made was to pass this on to the Finance Committee?  Commissioner Lannom stated by recommendation which included the recommendation from our County Attorney.  Commissioner Weston stated that is right.  Commissioner Lannom asked is something wrong with that? Commissioner Weston stated nothing wrong with that, I’m just wanting to clarify what your motion was.  Your motion was not to cancel this contract with the City of Mt. Juliet.  No one has passed anything to cancel the contract with the City of Mt. Juliet.  Commissioner Lannom stated it is not the Emergency Management Committee’s place to cancel any contract with anybody.  Commissioner Weston stated he understood that.  Commissioner Lannom stated our recommendation was asked for and our recommendation was that the contract be cancelled.  Commissioner Weston stated no sir it was not.  That’s not what you passed to the Finance Committee, no sir.  Commissioner Lannom stated that is what’s in the minutes.  Commissioner Weston stated no sir.  Commissioner Lannom stated that’s what’s in the Resolution.  Commissioner Weston stated yes that is what’s in the Resolution.  Commissioner Lannom stated what is in the Resolution is what we passed on to the Finance Committee.  Commissioner Weston stated that’s not what you passed on sir.  Commissioner Lannom stated that is your opinion.  Commissioner Weston stated no, that is what’s in the minutes.  Commissioner Lannom stated he did not agree with that.  I believe that is your interruption of the minutes.  Commissioner Weston stated I want the Attorney to see this if he hasn’t got it.  Commissioner Lannom asked if that was all his questions.  I’m not on trial here.  Commissioner Weston stated you wouldn’t let me speak at your meeting, so now I think it’s my turn to ask you a few questions.  I want the Attorney to give us a legal opinion on these minutes.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he did not understand the question.  Commissioner Weston stated the only motion they made at that meeting Mr. Attorney was that the Committee study your letter or recommendation and for them to make a decision in that meeting.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the motion was to recommend to the Finance Committee to establish an AdHoc Committee to resolve the issue according to the outlines contained in the County Attorney’s letter previously provided to the Committee.  Commissioner Weston stated yes sir, that’s all that was done.  There was nothing said about cancellation.  Said it could be cancelled, but nothing was passed on cancellation.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I think my recommendation and my opinion was to review the existing contracts/agreements with Mt. Juliet and Watertown and update those agreements accordingly. Jerry McFarland gave the Emergency Management Director’s Report.  Commissioner Holland made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Carolyn Thompson.  Commissioner Holland asked on the dispatch report, how many different dispatch operations are there in the county?  Director McFarland stated there is five or six of them.  I think the people would be better served if we had a central dispatch.  That is Jerry McFarland’s opinion.  Commissioner Holland stated that’s what I wanted to know.  During the ride along I had with Leadership Wilson several years ago it was a call that was relayed on my ride along and it was misinformation.  We go flying through this neighborhood at 110 miles per hour and show up and it was the wrong call that has been relayed twice.  Is that something this commission has looked at?  It seems it would be a cost saving to the taxpayers, if there was one central dispatch.  Jerry McFarland stated it would help on the ISO ratings if there was one central dispatch location.  It takes off points everytime a call has to be relayed.  Commissioner Scott stated I have some information here that says there is 58,000 people within a five mile radius of the Mt. Juliet Fire Hall, the one located in the City of Mt. Juliet, would that be a correct statement?  Jerry McFarland stated he did not know where she got her information from Ms. Scott, that could very well be.  I got some information through Mr. Burton at the school system a week or two ago concerning the number of students in the schools.  I don’t know the total number of people.  Commissioner Scott stated they were saying there were 58,000 people within a five mile radius with 61% being county.  There are only 17,500 residents within the City of Mt. Juliet.  Jerry McFarland stated he knew that about three years ago he did an internal study by the district and found out that the three districts that work the City of Mt. Juliet that about 30 - 31% of their zone was actually in the City of Mt. Juliet, the rest is in the County.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Juliet city officials that we were going to terminate the contract.  That was not forwarded from the Emergency Management Committee.  I don’t quite understand, was that the Finance Committee’s recommendation.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated Mr. Weston I don’t know if any of the other Finance Committee members were at the Emergency Management Committee meeting or not, but I was not.  What was in our packet a week and a half ago at the Finance Committee meeting under this particular issue was a handwritten outline of recommendations that was placed in our packets.  I believe this was written by Mr. Lannom.  If you’ll recall prior to us or me asking for a motion on this particular issue in order to avoid any confusion at that point, I think I read these recommendations, there were five points that these recommendations covered.  Exactly what action the Emergency Management Committee got them to us, I’m not sure.  Commissioner Weston stated you were reading from a handwritten statement from the Emergency Management.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated I was reading from a handwritten list of recommendations that were placed in our packet, in the Finance Committee.  Commissioner Weston stated that he was referring to a motion that came back from the Emergency Management that was for an AdHoc Committee to be formed and study the recommendation from the County Attorney.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated these recommendations that we had contained five points and I tried to read those aloud so we would all know what we were discussing.  Commissioner Weston stated I understand that.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated I think the minutes basically reflect these five points and the Resolution in the packet reflect these five points.  Again, what action of the Emergency Management Committee brought them to us, I’m not aware of.   Commissioner Weston stated I just want the record to show or state what they asked you to do was done by promotion of the Chairman of the Emergency Management Committee to study the recommendation that the County Attorney had prepared.  It did not mention, he did not mention, he said something needs to be done to update it and an AdHoc Committee was going to be appointed to do this.  What I’m concerned about is this letter that was sent to the City of Mt. Juliet was not authorized by the Emergency Management Committee and no one has spoken of canceling anything except Mr. Lannom.  No one has voted on that and I want that to be in the record tonight before we went into the Resolution that has not been mentioned on a vote anywhere to cancel anything.  Now, who wrote the Resolution up and where did it come from I don’t know, Mr. Attorney did I suppose.  Commissioner Woodroof stated as a member of that committee, my recollection was that the Committee, a motion was made in the Committee after review of the County Attorney’s opinion and recommendation that the contract be terminated because of it’s age.  I believe its 19 years old.  That it be terminated and the main reason for that being to start the process rolling to create dialog between all parties involved and nothing seemed to be happening or at least at the time the committee felt that it needed to be.  We felt that would start the clock running.  I’m just giving my opinion of my recollection as a committee member.  The motion was to terminate the contract and at the same time or amended to form an AdHoc Committee and for that recommendation or that Resolution to be passed on to the Finance Committee.  Again my recollection was that it passed out of the Emergency Management Committee unanimously.  That’s my recollection as a committee member there that night.  Commissioner Carolyn Thompson agreed with Commissioner Woodroof’s recollection.  Commissioner Weston stated he appreciated that, but all I’m going by is what’s in the minutes and the minutes do not reflect that in the minutes at all.  I want that to be documented. Commissioner Rusty Thompson read Resolution 06-2-9 Exercising our Option to Terminate the December 10, 1986 Contract Between the City of Mt. Juliet and Wilson County, Tennessee.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Lannom.  Commissioner Holland stated on each of your desks there is a Resolution that I typed up today it’s highlighted with pink and it says amendment on the left hand corner.  At first I wanted to do an amendment and then a motion to substitute, but I believe the best thing for this body, since we meet again in 3 short weeks, would be a motion to defer this until that time.  Let me spell out the reasons for this Resolution, obviously it will need to be tweaked by the County Attorney.  I think we need to get professional folks involved, specifically CTAS for them to make a recommendation to this Commission.  Not only for the Mt. Juliet fire issue, but the fire issues all over this entire county.  I know there are areas of this county that have little or no fire service at all.  We did the same thing with the 10 year school plan and it seems we could employ the use of professionals who do this, that can make recommendations on a time specific basis.  This one calls for them to have the recommendations to the Commission no later than June 30, at that time an AdHoc Committee be appointed, and all recommendations be given to the Commission by October 1 for consideration.  This is sort of redundant, but the last be it further resolved, because it’s already in the contract, that Wilson County still can exercise its right under the current contract relative to termination.  Commissioner Holland made a motion to defer till March, seconded by Commissioner Murray.   And for this to go back before or the way it’s written back to the Emergency Management Committee and Finance Committee.  It’s an emotional issue and lets not rush this issue.  County Attorney Mike Jennings asked are you asking to defer Resolution 06-2-9?  Commissioner Holland stated yes.  Commissioner Lannom stated he understood what Commissioner Holland is saying, but there’s no logical reason to defer this Resolution.  I’m sure if CTAS comes back with a recommendation, I can’t possible see that they would come back and say we don’t have the right to exercise our 90 day option and that’s what we are trying to do tonight.  We are not canceling the contract tonight, we are saying in 90 days the contract will be voided.  If CTAS comes back in 30 days, we can take that into account, but the Mt. Juliet Officials were informed the first week of January that this Resolution was a definite possibility.  In fact they were given a rough draft of this Resolution.  What’s been accomplished in the last 60 days, we have a 90 days cushion built into the contract anyway.  If Mt. Juliet takes providing their citizens fire service seriously, 90 days is more than adequate to come up with some kind of agreement.  If we defer or put it off or stonewall it long enough, we’ll have the same contract 19 years from tonight, so I believe it is trying to be deferred in order to stonewall to give some more time.  It makes no since to defer negotiations, so we can negotiate and the only way I know to convince the elected officials of Mt. Juliet that Wilson County wants and has every right to ask for a fair and more equitable contract is to pass this Resolution tonight.  I would ask you not to defer this Resolution.  Commissioner Marlowe asked Mr. McFarland what is your opinion concerning this particular issue?   Jerry McFarland stated I have great concerns of withdrawing fire protection in this county.  That department not only fights fires, but also has ambulance services.  Commissioner Marlowe asked did you voice any concerns about the contract that is in place at this time with Mt. Juliet and Wilson County?  Jerry McFarland stated no sir.  Commissioner Marlowe asked what is motivating this concern at this point and time?  I have been a negotiator in a lot of different organizations and I have never seen a contract terminated so it could be negotiated.  I would very much like to see this deferred for 30 days or may longer.  Commissioner Scott asked in the minutes from the Emergency Management meeting it was noted that they interupted your recommendations to terminating the contract.  According to your letter it was just a recommendation to review.  My question is can the county legally discontinue service to this area?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated not at this point and time.  This 90 days would  start the clock running and then at that point and time if the 90 days expired, the County Wide Fire Department is empowered to give aid anywhere in the county.  They can do that.  What that does say is that the City of Mt. Juliet to provide the place and the County of Wilson to provide the services and so forth is no longer in effect.  The law still says they are required to give aid all over the county.  They can do that in Watertown and Lebanon, but Watertown and Lebanon have chosen to do it themselves.  Commissioner Holland stated first of all relative to the issue of stonewalling, that wasn’t my intent at all.  The third whereas, over the course of time it has become apparent that the contract ional arrangement needs significant modifications.  That language is included in there.  What I’m asking for is that time specific as it’s spelled out to go back through the committee.  I don’t know how long it will take CTAS to complete a fire study of the entire county.  A committee could be formed to negotiate with the people of Mt. Juliet and look at a possible five year, 10 year contract.  It was not my intention to stonewall this at all.  I just think when you negotiate something, you don’t bring the hammer first.  I believe awhile ago Mr. Lannom, you stated we are not canceling the contract, but we are canceling.  Commissioner Lannom stated no we are not.  Commissioner Holland stated the contract says we hereby give our 90 day notice to the City of Mt. Juliet that we are exercising the option to terminate the existing contract.  Commissioner Lannom stated not tonight.  That is 90 days from tonight or whenever they get the letter.  Commissioner Holland stated it says your terminating 90 days notice begins tonight.  Commissioner Lannom stated fire engines are not going to pull out tonight.  You act like this is a surprise tonight.  We’ve been working on this for 2 years and I met along with others, with officials from Mt. Juliet the first of the year.  There position was we have a good contract we are well pleased with it and see no need to change it.  Mr. Marlowe says he’s never heard of using the hammer before you negotiate, how do you negotiate with a position like that.  I’m sure if Mt. Juliet was not satisfied with the contract they would exercise their option out of it.  This is not a spur of the moment thing, it is impossible to negotiate with an attitude like that. You can’t negotiate with them.  The present contract is one sided it’s unfair to all the other citizens of Wilson County.  The citizens of rural Wilson County are subsiding the fire service in Mt. Juliet.  Mt. Juliet is surrounded with fire stations.  They have Lakeview on the North, LaGuardo on the East, Gladeville on the South, and have a mutual aid agreement with Nashville on the West and they are paying the same property tax rate as the people in Norene and the east end of the county, who are basically getting no fire protection.  For two years we’ve been rocking along and nothing’s been done and then Mt. Juliet comes up and says we want a ladder truck, we want a fire station in Providence.  We are talking millions of dollars there.  The county has a plan to cover this county with fire service in the coming years and it does not include taking millions of dollars out of there and putting another fire station out of sequence in Mt. Juliet.  This brought it to a head.  They are requesting, they contract out their fire service. Watertown provides their, Lebanon provides theirs, but Mt. Juliet chooses to contract their service out, when you contract something out you provide to pay for the service you receive  for this contracted service.  We would like to talk to Mt. Juliet about that, but they are completely happy with the contract and don’t want to talk about it.  This Resolution tonight is saying we want to talk about this in the next 90 days, and that’s what this is for.  If we don’t get this Resolution passed and stonewalling might have been a bad phrase, but if you keep deferring this you can defer it indefinitely, it will never change.  I’m saying have a change of attitude, let’s be fair to all the citizens of the county.  Now, Mt. Juliet is asking the County for something we can not provide, they are asking for urban fire service, we provide county fire service.  Our fire service puts out brush fires, puts out your house in the country.  They don’t go into cities with, how many theatres are they going to have in Mt. Juliet, 14 theatres full of people, they are going to have buildings over 3 stories high.  They are going to have big box buildings full of people, that’s urban fire service.  The county does not provide urban fire service.  If they are not happy with the county service they are receiving they need to make other arrangements.  They are going to get county wide fire service because we can’t provide urban wide fire service.  If county wide service is sufficient for them, if they are happy with what they have right now and don’t want anymore, we can sit down with a blank sheet of paper and work out a contract with Mt. Juliet taking more financial responsiblity for the service they are receiving and better reflects todays needs and resources and this would increase the county’s ability to continue to spread it’s fire service out to the east.  From past experience, I don’t believe any meaningful dialogue will ever take place without a time frame in place and this is simply a time frame.  If we pass this Resolution and 89 days from now CTAS comes back with something or they haven’t come back with something, this AdHoc Committee can extend it 30 days.  They can do whatever they want to do.  I am saying get the dialogue going and I ask you to pass this Resolution.  Commissioner Woodroof asked just to clarify, there seems to be some misunderstanding or discrepancy, if this Resolution passes tonight it in no way changes Mt. Juliet’s fire protection, is that correct?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated not in the next 90 days.  Commissioner Weston stated he was sort of confused about the letter that was sent to the City to cancel the contract in 90 days and then we have a Resolution here that says we are going to cancel it in 90 days.  We are saying tonight that if we pass this Resolution as written it will be cancelled in 90 days unless something is worked out.  That is my understanding.  To clarify a few things, the City of Mt. Juliet appeared before this committee.  We are always talking about dialogue, we tried to have a dialogue early on and we were shut down.  No one could be heard.  Now, this thing about urban fire and all this, we are all county tax payers and according to the current status of the Wilson County Emergency Management there’s a county wide fire department and we are part of the county.  It also provides ambulance, rescue for Lebanon, Mt. Juliet and Watertown.  I go along with Mr. Holland’s recommendation here, that we not rush into this thing, that we have CTAS and MTAS give us an answer in 30 days.  We don’t need to rush into this and say we are going to cancel something, when we can work this out.  We have tried before and we couldn’t get through and now maybe we can.  Commissioner Marlowe stated the Resolution we are looking at right now, if I’m reading correctly and Mr. Jennings please correct me if I’m wrong, it says the service will be cancelled in 90 days.  That’s two times specific, the information Mr. Holland has in his recommendation has dates in it and it seems to be much more fair as far as I’m concern.  There’s parts of the Resolution that kind of bother me especially the last two be it further resolved, it says the AdHoc Committee meet with Mt. Juliet Officials, if they desire.  It says it twice in this document.  That seems to me to be very inappropriate.  We are talking about Mt. Juliet, but we are only going to talk to them if we desire.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated no, that means if Mt. Juliet desires to talk with us.  Commissioner Marlowe stated okay, he was sorry.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated everyone is referring to Mr. Holland’s amendment, this is not on the floor.  This is on the floor and the motion to defer is on the floor.  Commissioner Marlowe stated but the thing is all the people of this county are taxpayers, all the property owners pay property tax.  It seems the individuals who pay property tax and based on population and based on need should determine where fire service is.  The roads build on population and need.  The school system builds on population and need.  I don’t understand why the fire service is that much different.  The population and need is where the population is, that’s where the need is.  There’s a great deal of population in certain areas of Mt. Juliet, those people are paying property tax.  I don’t understand why, it’s real hard to look at a place out in Norene and compare it to even ten square miles in the City  Limits of Mt. Juliet, there is no comparison.  Of course those people in Norene, Statesville and wherever deserve to have as much fire service as can be afforded, but that’s not where the greatest population is.  If the people who are paying the property taxes are having to pay for this fire service, I don’t understand why we don’t put our services where the people are.  What is wrong with putting this off for three weeks and letting it go back to the system.  Quite frankly I think it’s a political hot potato and we ought to allow professionals from the outside of Wilson County Government to have more say so what is the final outcome of fire service in Wilson County.  Commissioner Drennan stated he represented an area where he has been fighting for fire service for 10 or 12 years now and I’ve been told by some officials in Mt. Juliet, that there aren’t that many houses up there.  Those people in Mt. Juliet don’t even know where theirs is.  You say everybody deserves the same fire service and Mt. Juliet’s got more fire service than any thing in this county.  You have four stations that overlap there.  I’ve got an area that has none and that’s how I feel about it.  I also sat in a meeting with the Mayor of Mt. Juliet made this statement “If it ain’t broke, don’t fix it and we are satisfied with the contract the way it is”.  Mr. Lannom is exactly right if we don’t start the ball rolling we aren’t going to accomplish a thing.  Commissioner Holland stated he sat in a subsequent meeting that the Mayor of Mt. Juliet agreed with the MTAS approach and the County Mayor agreed on the CTAS approach.  Also, at that meeting it was reported in one of the local papers that it was against the sunshine rule, which I guess the one two weeks prior to that in this courthouse wasn’t against the sunshine rule.  I don’t know how that’s explained.  The two Mayors agreed that the CTAS – MTAS approach would be the best way to go, with the fire protection. Not putting money out of their pocket, but she inferred rather strongly at that meeting that Mt. Juliet would be willing to build a fire station to be located on the South Side of Mt. Juliet Road.  As well as, I brought up that wouldn’t be enough just to build a building, but also to come up with some form of formula that x amount of dollars contribution go toward the operation and ongoing operation, which is obvious the most expensive part.  Fire protection, personnel, and those sorts of things.  I agree with you, I think that’s the point of what I had set on the desk.  I think CTAS needs to study the entire county.  The last time they studied it in 1995 it says our service delivery method is very progressive and should serve as a model for any county in Tennessee, looking for a cost effective way of providing these services to their citizens.  That’s what the last CTAS study says.  It probably needs to be updated.  Motion to defer failed by a roll call vote 7 for, 16 against, 0 not voting, and  2 absent.

He talked to the Planning Office today, we are asking to transfer $101,000.00.  Proceeds have come in and they are lacking $56,976.00 as of today at 3:00p.m.  I would like to amend that to lower the budget amount to $56,976.00 to cover the remainder and also would like to $558.00 per grid until 9/30, after 10/1 it would be $745, seconded by Commissioner Scott.     Commissioner McCluskey stated Lynn Jordan was representing the Planning Office and he would like for him to give us the figure that he had and that he gave him a while ago.  The original figure was $132,000.00, but it’s down to $56,976.00 as of 3 p.m. today.  E911 is going to put in some money, but I’m not at liberty to tell you how much because I don’t know.  The people of this county are going to be using this and E911 is doing this as a service.  Commissioner Patton asked is there going to be a charge for those who haven’t signed up and already paid?  Tom Brashears stated he wanted to give credit to Lynn Jordan he is the GIS Coordinator that has been hired.  We’ve taken on more things like the land use update.  It has allowed me to plan and him to be the GIS coordinator, which is the first time this has occurred in the county.  I have to give him credit for all that he has worked out.  There has been a lot of cooperation between the local governments and the county in providing letters of commitments and verbal terms of commitments.  Other agencies such as utility districts have provided commitment letters for this project.  This started at $134,000 and we have worked it down.  The only people that have been players to date so forth that haven’t paid anything so far would be the utility districts.  I think it would be good to make it that anyone who uses this pay some sort of fee.  Commissioner Swindell stated he voted against this in Finance, because it has to come out of fund balance.  I’m pretty stingy with the fund balance because it effects a lot of things.  If we wanted to do this and I think we should have known this project was necessary, and I think it is necessary and I also think Lynn has done a good job.  I’m not criticizing anyone, but I am probably going to vote against it and I want you to understand why I do.  If we wanted to have this program done and we need to have it before the leaves get on the trees so I understand.  If it wasn’t for that I’d ask for deferment.  We probably should have done this back before we set this budget.  Somebody should have set this up and we should have had all these people who are using this service to pay a fee and putting it in a line item so that when it came necessary to do it we would have had the money.  Hindsight is good, but it doesn’t help you when you get down to something like this.  I still think it should have been put in the budget.  I think before it came before this full commission that we should have known exactly how much money.  I just wanted you to know why I voted against it in Finance and why I may vote against it tonight.  Commissioner Woodroof stated we didn’t have a GIS Coordinator in place, Lynn could you come up and explain to everyone about this.  Lynn Jordan stated the GIS is set up and we are working on setting up a fee structure for users.  I have been going to different cities and seeing how their fee structures are set up.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated I was somewhat disappointed that this wasn’t on the needs assessment last year.  We might not be able to fund it, but we should have been aware of this at that time.  It is somewhat unclear  when we met 10 days ago as to how much money we needed.  It is still unclear.  We’ve had a GIS Coordinator for 3 or 4 years, we’ve set this up and I use this myself at least once a week.  It’s a great program.  When we set this up we set up and authorized a GIS Committee and that Committee was supposed to come up with a fee structure, so the users would put money back into the system and we would be able to update it, maintain it, and so forth.  Evidently it hasn’t been done and here we are funding it again.  I hope we are not back here next year putting another $100,000.00 in to it.  A fee structure needs to be set up and users need to pay a moderate price in order to get the system up and running.  Lynn Jordan stated $78,424.00 has been committed to the GIS program.  $56,976 is still lacking.  We still have E911 to contribute and we don’t know what those funds are.
