We worked all winter on the equipment getting it up and ready to go and painted.  Hopefully, it will look good on the roads.  I like for our equipment to look good, while it’s out on the roads.  What we normally do every year is spray guardrails, mow, pave.  Last year we had our best on paving, we hit approximately 60 miles.  If you see a course binder on a road, that will be topped first.

Chairman Dedman stated that the Fire Protection Study Committee Minutes were in your packet for your information.  Commissioner Weston stated he needed to bring up the fact that he wasn’t at the last meeting.  I was in conversation with you Mayor about a letter you received from the MTAS/CTAS people.  My understanding is there was no action made on that last month.  What I would like to do, according to the letter you received and I have a copy of that they would like for us, a letter from you extending the time of the study as long as negotiations are going on, so that they will have enough time to present their program to the County on County Wide Fire Service.  What I would like to do is to but this in the form of a motion to authorize you to write these folks a letter.  Chairman Dedman asked will it help any, they said it would be several weeks before they could be up here to study anything.  Commissioner Weston stated that’s right.  They are asking the 90 days, the 90 days are going to be to short a period of time and all their asking is a letter stating there will be no fire service discontinuing in the City of Mt. Juliet.  Chairman Dedman stated he was satisfied there will be no stoppage of fire service.  Commissioner Weston stated I know your satisfied Mr. Mayor but they would like this letter from you and I would like to make this in the form of a motion that the letter goes to them.  County Attorney Mike Jennings asked are you making a motion to extend the 90 days?  Commissioner Weston stated to extend it until that report comes in, yes sir.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated that would have to be voted on by the Commission.  Commissioner Weston stated yes sir that would be voted on by this board.  Commissioner Weston stated he would put that as a motion.  Commissioner Scott seconded.  Commissioner Stafford asked how long to you want to extend it for?  Commissioner Weston stated they are saying 180 days total and 45-50 days have already gone by.  Commissioner Lannom stated at the last meeting a member of CTAS was present and he was saying it would be September or October before they could get a report back.  At the point we are at in the Committee, I don’t believe it’s relevant at this time.  Chairman Dedman stated they are close to agreeing to everything, the way I understand it, the Committee is.  Commissioner Lannom stated at this time we are in meaningful negotiations and we are making progress.  We have stated we will extend the time if it’s needed, but I don’t think it’s going to be needed.  Chairman Dedman stated it was his understanding that on the 25th they are going to wind it up pretty much.  Commissioner Weston asked who is going to wind it up?  Chairman Dedman stated Mt. Juliet and the County.  Commissioner Weston stated that’s right, that’s right.  All they are asking is that you give them a letter stating we will not do any cancellation until the report comes in.  Chairman Dedman stated he would give his word right now, I don’t think they are going to shut it down.  Commissioner Weston stated you don’t think, but you don’t know.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated what the Committee came out with the other night is a proposed agreement extending the current services for a year with a one year termination period, which in effect makes it two years.  My understanding is they want to present it to the County Commission on May 15.  We couldn’t get a commitment from Mt. Juliet as to whether they would take it to their people, but the Committee determined that night, that they wanted to bring it to the County Commission on May 15.  Commissioner Weston stated that is without a report from MTAS or CTAS.  All I’m asking is that the letter sent to the Mayor, be answered by the Mayor and I put that in the form of a motion.  I think I already have a motion and a second.  Commissioner Drennan stated he hasn’t heard anyone on this Commission try to cancel anybody’s fire service.  CTAS/MTAS is not going to fund anything, I don’t see why wait.  Chairman Dedman stated he personally didn’t feel that anyone was going to cut off the fire protection that we are already servicing down there.  The way you voted last time, you had 90 days and cut if off and what we are trying to do is get within that 90 day period and to extend it.  If you want to wait on CTAS/MTAS.  Commissioner Weston stated they would have the figures and they would have the numbers.  Chairman Dedman asked will they have it by next County Court Meeting?  Commissioner Weston stated no, they will not have it by the next County Court Meeting.  That’s what this letter is about.  Chairman Dedman stated your 90 days will be up and it will be over with.  There will be no service.  We are trying to keep service.  Commissioner Weston stated all we are asking is that service be extended until they make their report.  These folks work for the taxpayers, they work for us.  All we are asking or all they are asking is to not cancel any service.  Chairman Dedman stated we are not.  Commissioner Weston stated ok, ok, your not, but you’re making recommendations and they want the recommendations to be made by their figures and what they come up with.  Commissioner Lenning stated I would like Mr. Jennings to assure this body that we are operating within the Law of the State of Tennessee as far as fire protection for the people of Wilson County is concerned.  I’d like you to assure this Commission of that tonight.  I would like it reflected in the minutes.  County Attorney Mike Jennings asked is somebody saying that we are not?  We’ve funded fire protection this way since…..  Commissioner Lenning stated Mr. Jennings that is not what I asked.  All I ask is that you assure us we are operating within the law, whereby we won’t be sued by anyone.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I can’t guarantee you; you won’t be sued by anyone.  Anybody can sue anybody at anytime, so I can’t tell you, you can’t be sued.  What I can tell you…  Commissioner Lenning stated speaking of any alterations or determinations that you might discontinue or anything, that’s what I’m asking you.  It’s very simple are we acting within the law of the State of Tennessee providing fire service, ambulance service, and emergency service to the people of Wilson County?  That’s all I’m asking.  That’s all I’m asking you to insure.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you keep saying that, but I’m not sure it’s that simple of a question, because you have fire protection to the County, fire protection to Mt. Juliet, fire protection in Lebanon, and fire protection in Watertown.  All four (4) of them are being treated in a different way.  Commissioner Lenning stated it might be wrong.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated it might be, but…… Commissioner Lenning stated I think that is what Mr. Weston is trying to ask here tonight is give these people who are supposed to be experts the time that they need to inform us of what we need or we are doing.  I think that is what he’s trying to do.  I hope I understand that correctly.  Commissioner Lannom stated you have a good committee going and we are making progress and I project we will have a successful contract to present to the Commission next month.  As Mr. Weston stated when CTAS/MTAS comes back with their recommendations, Mt. Juliet would take the part they like and disregard the part they don’t like and the County will do the same.  It’s not going to have any effect on this contract.  If they make a thorough study and it comes in September or October and the next time the contract comes up they’ll have a good study to fall back on and the recommendations to go by, but right now, concerning the motion on the floor, I would ask the County Commission to have faith in the Committee working on this right now and I think we will have it completed before the 90 days are up.  I hope the Committee Chairman will have it here at our next meeting.  I would ask that you vote against his motion.  Chairman Dedman stated am I correct that when you all get through you will carry it to the Emergency Management Committee and then to the full floor?  Commissioner Lannom stated that is my understanding.  Commissioner Weston stated the statement that I made in a meeting was Mt Juliet will probably pull their part out or whatever; my statement was the MTAS/CTAS report might not suit everybody, but the fact of it is, it’s something they are qualified to do.  We have one made in 1995 by the same folks MTAS/CTAS.  They will only be updating this.  All they are asking is for no contract or nothing to happen until they get their reports in and I do have a motion on the floor and a second.  All for you to do as Mayor is to write them a letter stating the fact that as long as good negotiations are going on that their will be no change in our service.  That’s all they are asking.  Commissioner Swindell asked there’s no problem with you doing that?  Chairman Dedman stated I don’t have a problem with it.  Questions been called for.  Chairman Dedman stated you are going to vote to do away with what you voted on 60 days ago.  Several Commissioners stated no sir.  Commissioner Weston stated this letter we have right here was addressed to you Mr. Mayor asking for a letter from you stating there would be no change, no contract or anything until their study came through.  That’s all it’s asking.  It does say as long as good negotiations are going on.  Now, if we negotiations breakdown, it would be a different story.  I don’t think they will.  They just want a letter from you verifying the fact that we are going to continue to study this until that report comes in.  That’s all it does.   County Attorney Mike Jennings stated what happened in February was the County Commission voted to exercise their 90 days ….  Commissioner Weston stated I understand that.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated let me finish…..to modify that is going to take action of this Commission.  He can write all the letters he wants, but the Legislative body spoke and said 90 days.  If you want to extend that, you are going to have to vote to do that.  Commissioner Weston stated no sir, not according to this letter.  Do you have a copy of this letter?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated no, because the Resolution said 90 days.  If the Commission called the contract then they are the ones who will have to modify it.  Commissioner Weston stated that is exactly what I’m trying to say.  We don’t need to take any vote or action until they have the opportunity to bring their report in.  That’s all their asking for.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you are asking them to modify the 90 days and extend that out.  Commissioner Weston stated it that’s what you’re saying it takes, that’s what I’m asking to do.
