Commissioner Lenning stated Resolution 06-5-17 needed to go to the Finance Committee and would like to have the wording changed.  The Commissioners do not draw a salary, they are on per diem.  We need to possibly get this rewritten and it go to the Finance Committee.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated that the State Law says the Commissioners are paid a stated salary per month, that’s where I got that language.  It came out of the statute.    Commissioner Lenning made a motion to send to Finance Committee, seconded by Commissioner Graves.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Weston read Resolution 06-5-19 to Approve the Attached Interim Fire Protection Services Interlocal Agreement Between the City of Mt. Juliet, Tennessee and Wilson County, Tennessee.  Commissioner Weston made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Holland.   Commissioner Patton made a motion to amend to take out Article 9 and Article 10, seconded by Commissioner Holland.  Commissioner Weston stated he hadn’t talked to any of the ad hoc committee, and he didn’t know why Mr. Patton wanted to take this out.  We, the City of Mt. Juliet, put way over $25,000 a year into that down there, unless he wants to say we don’t need to be donating to the equipment in the fire station.  Number 10, if you are opting out the CTAS/MTAS, is that what you’re saying is to opt them out?  Commissioner Patton said yes, that’s what I’m saying.  Commissioner Weston stated I know, but I don’t know why your saying that.  Commissioner Patton stated I don’t think we need to re-negotiate.  I think it’s a contract every 5 years and I think that is sufficient.  Commissioner Weston asked, are you saying we are not going to abide with what CTAS/MTAS provides?  Commissioner Patton said I stated we are not going to negotiate at the present time.  Commissioner Weston asked, not going to negotiate what?  Commissioner Patton stated we are not going to negotiate anything.  We are going to continue to operate like we have for the last five years.  That’s what Article 11 is for about the contract, is anyone wants to opt out, they have a year before anything is done.  Commissioner Weston stated he wanted to hear from someone on the ad hoc committee before he accepts that.  Commissioner Holland stated if he understood this correctly, if we take out 9 and 10, even if 10 is out, there is nothing to stop the City of Mt. Juliet from coming back to the County to renegotiate an Interlocal Agreement under different terms.  That can happen anytime, that can happen tomorrow.  Relative to the committee, the reason number 10 is in there and agreed upon by the committee is that nobody in this Commission is a fire expert, I certainly am not.  Of course we all like to think we are the smartest guys in the room when it comes to this issue, but most of us aren’t the sharpest tools in the shed when it comes to fire protection, I know I’m not.  I think a CTAS/MTAS study will certainly show the areas of strength that we certainly have and also point out the areas of weakness that we certainly have.  We are going to be revisiting this issue not only in Mt. Juliet, but in these other areas as they grow and some of them we will be discussing tonight with home sales just soaring.  I know there is a long term plan in place by our Emergency Management Committee, but I think they are going to have to be revisited as well.  That’s why that was in there.  Commissioner Lannom stated he was going to bring up the heading of the Resolution, I was not under the understanding it was an interim fire protection service interlocal agreement, it was my understanding this was a contract for an interlocal agreement for the next 5 years.  I don’t know where the interim word came in there, but interim in my dictionary says temporary, as far as I know this is a contract for the next 5 years.  The other point I would like to bring up is everybody kicks these percentages around about how many fire calls goes to the city limits and how many are outside the city limits, let me just say if there is not a fire call in the City of Mt. Juliet or the west end of Wilson County for about a year, the cost of that fire station is about $1,000,000.00.  So, you kick around those percentages if you want to, but if those fire engines never move, the cost is the same.  I think we are kind of over doing the percentage thing, the cost is there.  About these amendments, I have no problem with the amendments.  I would like to have the Interim Fire Protection Services Interlocal changed to a Contract or just Interlocal Agreement.  Commissioner Weston accepts said amendment.  Commissioner Tarpley asked Commissioner Lannom did I hear you right, that it’s going to cost us taxpayers of Wilson County $1,000,000.00, if nothing moves down there.  It will cost the taxpayers across this county.  Commissioner Lannom stated yes sir.  Commissioner Lenning stated he was questioned recently about the Tuckers Crossroads area, that they had been promised a fire hall for the last 6 years and they have received nothing.  What I thought, and I would like to be corrected if I’m wrong, I thought this study was for the entire county.  That’s what I thought this study was for, I didn’t think it was just for one specific area.  I thought it was for the whole thing and they would come back and recommend what we’d have to do for the whole county.  That’s what I thought, am I wrong?  I mean I thought it would be for the people and somebody could give an answer.  I’ve told this person, I’ll get you an answer.  Do we have something that is progressing towards putting a fire department up there?  Commissioner Swindell stated the fire station in that area is being bid on June 6.  We have all the drawings.  What was holding it up, was we had a problem with the sewer out there and we just got it approved this week.  If anybody would be interested in coming to the bid opening it’ll be June 6 at the Finance Director’s Office.  Everything is set.  The land was given to us.  We got it going and everything will be done before the end of this fiscal year.  Commissioner Lenning stated the importance of the fire and ambulance service in the entire county is going to have to be looked at and study done on it, because the growth is so great and we are taking in money every day the $3,000.00 this is for the impact that is being made.  That’s the only reason I said is the study important.  Commissioner Neal stated in Item 8 it mentions supplying so many volunteer trained firemen.  They left out a figure in there, it should be a 10 in there, they promised.  A minor thing, but it should be 10 trained volunteers.  Commissioner Neal made a motion to amend to 10 trained volunteer firefighters.  Commissioner Weston accepted said amendment.  Commissioner Neal stated he was concerned about that ISO rating that we have down in Mt. Juliet, right now it’s a 5 and about 3 months ago they rescinded the Ordinance there that did away with that.  Right now the sky’s the limit.  I’m concerned if we keep playing around, kicking this football around, that we are going to have some tall buildings built down there.  When you get 5 tall buildings, your going to have the ISO rating increase, which means your insurance is going to go up on all property owners, then you won’t just have the City Hall of Mt. Juliet up here, your going to have everybody that lives there that owns property, because there insurance will go up, when their ISO rating goes up.  Commissioner Holland stated on Commissioner Neal’s question, maybe Chief McFarland can speak to that.  A couple of, talking a minute ago about the fire study, I think if Commissioner Patton’s amendment is accepted, nothing precludes CTAS/MTAS from doing the study.  We pay CTAS anyway.  The Cities pay MTAS for their services.  There’s nothing to preclude those studies from being done.  If they come back in September and say everything’s fine, let’s keep going that’s one thing.  If they come back and say Mt. Juliet and the County might want to consider doing this and moving this and you talk about a million dollars for Station 3, there is probably a little more than a million dollars in Station 1 sitting here less than a mile away from the main Lebanon Fire Hall.  Those are things that needs to be looked at too.  All those issues are things that needs to be looked at.  As far as the ISO rating is concerned, it is probably more a probable maybe, if, I don’t know.  Chief McFarland stated the ISO rating is based on fire zone, five road miles out from that particular station.  Also in the ISO rating book, they state if you get 5 or more buildings about 35 feet high you have to buy certain pieces of equipment.  The only things that we have been able to do within our means is go from a 24 foot ladder to a 35 foot ladder and they are in place.  How it’s going to effect that ISO rating, I couldn’t tell you.  Commissioner Tarpley stated he wanted to know who was approving these 5 story buildings, the City of Mt. Juliet or Wilson County?  If Mt. Juliet is the one approving the 5 story buildings, they need to be furnishing the equipment then.  Commissioner Neal stated they have on the drawing board a 5 story Hampton Inn, a 6 story office medical building and that would require a 100 foot ladder truck to get it back in compliance with the ISO rating.  Commissioner Weston stated there is one thing that he wanted to make clear here, that Mr. Patton has pulled out item 10 and I want to make it plain and clear that MTAS and CTAS study will answer all these questions, that these gentlemen have here and I think it’s a mistake if we take our number10.  We have asked these 2 agencies to give us a report and tell us what we need and we sit here and argue about it all night long.  I think we should leave that 10 in there, because that would give them, I think they’ll do the study anyway, if we take 10 out then were saying we don’t want to hear what they’ve got to say and I think we definitely need to hear what we’ve paid these people to do.  This is a State agency and they have been asked to give us a report and I do not think we should take 10 out.  Commissioner Murray stated maybe we needed to send this back to the ad hoc committee.  They have worked long and hard on this and they have facts and figures together, maybe we just need to send it back to them.  I talked with Mr. Farley this morning, I wish he were here, but he didn’t feel right without having an invite by the County Mayor to be here.  Maybe we need to send this back to committee and let them work through some of these problems and bring it back again.  There’s a pretty good thing going, because we are in agreement here, that’s far from where we were.  Let’s send it back to the ad hoc committee and have them review it.  Commissioner Stafford stated Commissioner Weston, I thought you had already accepted the amendment to take 9 and 10 out?     Commissioner Weston stated no, we haven’t voted on it.  Commissioner Stafford stated I thought you accepted the amendment.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated everything that you have made a motion to amend has been accepted.  Commissioner Neal made a motion that if the ISO is increased due to any action taken after date of this contract, the responsible party will be held liable for making the necessary corrected action to return the ISO rating to 5.  While we are kicking this political football around, they can keep on building those tall buildings.  Commissioner Swindell stated we have been kicking this around for a long period of time.  If we take out 9 and 10, the only thing I can see we’ve changed is we’ve looked at the old contract and voided it and put in a 5 year contract.  Isn’t that true?  We’ve changed the contract, nothing else at all.  Commissioner Holland stated Commissioner Murray if we do what you are talking about and sending it back I think we would have to have another vote, because we have already voted to cancel the contract, which is what the 30th of this month.  There would be no fire protection after that date, unless this body voted to reinstate for x number of days.  The reason CTAS/MTAS was in there Commissioner Swindell is because as I stated earlier, you’re not an expert in fire service, I’m not an expert in fire service.  I don’t think based on Commissioner Patton’s motion by taking out 9 or 10, you are going to preclude CTAS or MTAS from doing a study.  When their studies are complete and they are presented to the County and the City, then either party at that point can start a new negotiation.  I think that’s the point.  You can start negotiations at any time.  Commissioner Drennan stated that Commissioner Holland has mentioned no fire protection, no one in this room has advocated to take the fire protection out.  I’m tired of hearing that.  Commissioner Weston stated I don’t know how to do this but we have the 2 experts here from CTAS and MTAS.  I want one of them or both of them to stand up and tell me they are going to continue with their study.  Whether we listen to them or we don’t, I want that study complete.  A gentleman from CTAS stated they were going to do the study no matter what happened tonight.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he wanted to be sure he had heard this right, because Sondra writes the minutes and I look at them, so we want to be sure we get this right.  The motion that was made and seconded to approve to take out Item 9 and 10; to take out the word interim; that Item 8 should be 10 trained volunteer firefighters.  You still have an outstanding motion to amend on the floor that Commissioner Neal made, that if the ISO rating is increased that whoever is responsible for that will take direct action and take it back to a 5.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Drennan.  Commissioner Weston stated he would not accept that amendment.
