Be it remembered that the Special Called meeting of the Board of Commissioners begin and holden for the County of Wilson, State of Tennessee, on May 25, 2006.
There was present and presiding the Honorable Chairman Robert Dedman; Jim Goodall, County Clerk; and a quorum of County Commissioners to wit:

The Board of Commissioners was opened in the form of law at 6:00 P.M. when the following proceedings were had and entered to wit:

A prayer was given by Commissioner Rowland; everyone said the pledge to the flag, which was led by Commissioner McCluskey.

The Clerk called the roll showing 22 present and 3 absent.

Commissioner Rusty Thompson made a motion to suspend the rules, seconded by Commissioner Holland.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Rusty Thompson read Resolution S06-5-1 to Reflect Revenues Received but not Included in the Original Budget for the 2005-2006 Fiscal Year and to Amend the Budget and Appropriation Resolution for the 2005-2006 Fiscal Year to Make an Additional Appropriation from the Capital Projects Fund to Voting Machines.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Commissioner Weston stated he was reading the fact that we are putting, this money has already been received, is that correct?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated this is a standard appropriation Resolution and the money has not come to Wilson County yet, they are waiting passage of this Resolution.  Commissioner Weston stated you say standard, but usually when we vote standard we have the money already and then we vote to receive it.  This one we are voting to receive it before we receive it.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated we have the money in the Capital Projects Fund to pay the entire indebtedness.  What we have not received is the grant that will offset the indebtedness.  Commissioner Weston stated so, the building permit money then, is that correct?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated yes sir.  Commissioner Weston stated we have that right now.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated we have it and the funds are sufficient to cover the entire indebtedness.  Commissioner Weston asked so when this money comes in, it will be placed back into that?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated yes, it will offset that expenditure.  It will be placed back in that fund.  Commissioner Scott asked did we apply with the State to cover the whole amount, is that correct?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated this is a Federal Grant that is administered by the State.  As I understand, they have a standard amount.  What they sent us was a document that said if you can get this in by the end of May, we are going to offset this cost for you or grant you this money to offset this cost to the tune of $245,000.00.  Commissioner Scott stated she didn’t know if the money came from the Federal of State Government.  I know the State has a $300,000,000.00 Surplus right now.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated to his understanding the State was just the administrator and this was a Federal Grant.  Commissioner Scott stated so this is like a partially funded mandate.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated this makes it easier than us having to fund the entire thing.  Commissioner Weston asked is this replacing all the machines we have now?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated that is correct.  Now, initially in the August election we will have one (1) new machine per voting percent for handicap purposes, and by the fall election all machines will be new.  Commissioner Weston stated this may not be the time to bring it up, I’ve been reading a lot about the early election and I think Mt. Juliet ought to have the opportunity to have the same amount of time.  If you are going to have to train people on new machines, it doesn’t make any difference; they are all going to be trained at the same time.  What I’m saying is they cut us back to 6 days down in Mt. Juliet.  This may not have anything to do with what we are doing here tonight, but I wanted to bring it up anyway.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated I think that would probably fall under the heading of Election Commission.  Commissioner Weston stated I knew it would, but I just wanted it to be known of what I think about it anyway.  Commissioner McCluskey called for question, seconded by Commissioner Rowland.  Passed by a roll call vote 22 for, 0 against, 0 not voting, and 3 absent.
