Commissioner Lenning made a motion to approve proposed rezoning for Clay Harrell for approximately 40.07 acres located on Benders Ferry Road referenced by Wilson County Tax Map 28 Parcel 47.09 from A-1 Agricultural to R-1 Rural Residential, seconded by Commissioner Graves.  Commissioner Marlowe asked are there any indications as to what the plans are for this piece of property at this time?  Tom Brashears stated no sir per se.  My understanding is they are looking at putting a residential subdivision on the property.  It has already been particularly developed and after running into some difficulty they are looking at going back and correcting some of the difficulties they had and re-subdividing the property, as I understand it.  Commissioner Weston asked was that property you’re talking about being sewer?  Tom Brashears stated no sir; it had to do with a private drive that was in the property that constituted in some form or fashion public infrastructure.  Constituting that it be required to go before the Planning Commission for subdivision review, as such it would have to meet road commission standards.  The private drive that they put out there does not.  I believe the applicant feels as though, I can not speak for the applicant and they are here if they need to address you.  I believe the problem was that to bring that road into compliance with county road commission and county subdivision standards, it was going to cost more money than they would get simply dividing it the way they had previously proposed. There’s no initiative on a developer to go from A-1 to R-1 in particular without public sewer.  Commissioner Weston asked is the property around it already on sewer?  Tom Brashears stated there are sewer systems on the Cairo Bend Peninsula at this time.  On the existing Peninsula of Cairo in this proximity there are existing Step Sewer Systems.   Commissioner Weston asked on this one?  Tom Brashears stated on this one he did not know if they had gotten their approval or not.  A representative of the applicant stated they do not have their step system approval yet.  Commissioner Weston asked is the property adjoining it on a step system?  Tom Brashears stated no.  Commissioner Weston asked is it on septic tank?  Tom Brashears stated no.  Twin Cove is on septic systems.  Commissioner Weston stated we are putting smaller lots adjoining these properties.  Tom Brashears stated across on the north side on the opposite side on the Evans farm, it is proposed to have a step system, a regional step system.   Passed by voice vote with some voting no.
