Commissioner Rusty Thompson read Resolution 06-8-2 to Purchase the Nave Funeral Home Property Adjacent to the Wilson County Courthouse for Four Hundred Forty Thousand Dollars ($440,000.00) from the Capital Projects Fund.   Commissioner Rusty Thompson made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Holland.    Commissioner Scott asked what happens if they do a survey and find out that there’s some sort of hazardous situation there?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated that is a contingency of sale.  We have made a requirement for an environmental study and property boundary survey, just to make sure everything is as we were told it would be.  Commissioner Scott stated she was thinking maybe we should wait to approve the money until the survey comes back.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated you could wait to approve the money, but the money would not change hands, there would be no transaction.  The money would remain in this fund, unless all of this comes back clear.  Commissioner Stafford stated she had a problem with the buyer furnishing the title insurance policy, normally the seller will pay that.  Apparently, you already have everything negotiated out, but normally most real estate transactions I’m involved with, the seller always pays the title insurance.  Is this something normal the county is doing or we just started this?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated the negotiations on the sale of this property ranged in price from $425,000 to $490,000, so we were negotiating back and forth.  For whatever reason, the seller wished that these particular costs be split 50/50 between the seller and the buyer.  Based on the fact that it didn’t change the amount of money that we were going to pay, because we knew that was the case up front, we negotiated in that regard.  Why their wish was that way, I can’t say.  Commissioner Stafford stated this sheet does not say anything about 50/50.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated this is the one where we adjusted the price to bring it down and we pay title insurance and why I don’t know.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated in last minute negotiations that was the case.  So, what you are seeing here is what we agreed to.  Basically when we get through with the transaction, pay these fees, and pay the cost of the survey and the environmental survey, which we anticipate costing $2,000 to $3,000,  that will be our total commitment to this project.  Commissioner Stafford asked is this environmental study going to offset the title insurance?  Most of the time title insurance is like $6 per $1,000, unless you got a better deal with an insurance policy company.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated he didn’t completely understand the question.  What we negotiated for was a total cost.  Once we established the total cost then we were comfortable with what those costs were.  Who was paying what as part of those negotiations, were somewhat dictated by the seller.  Commissioner Stafford asked did you not say the environmental study was only $2,000?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated it’s our estimate that Phase One Environmental Study is about $2,000.  Commissioner Stafford stated so then it’s in my opinion, that it’s not an equal trade off, because the title insurance policy is going to cost most than $2,000.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated we weren’t trying to trade.  We had an amount of money that we knew we didn’t want to go over and they first started off saying they wanted us to pay all the costs.  In other words we want this amount of money and we want you to pay all the costs of everything and we said that’s not acceptable, we don’t want to pay any of the costs.  As we down through the line items of costs that are involved with the closing, we negotiated 50/50 or we would be paying all of something’s and vice versa with them.  Commissioner Stafford stated she realized the real estate company that she worked for was on this paper, and even after asking all these questions, she would abstain from voting.  Commissioner Murray asked is what I understand you saying is the county’s commitment to purchase this piece of property is $440,000.00 total and all costs will come from that amount.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated that is not correct.  Commissioner Murray stated what you are saying is we are going to pay $440,000.00 and then share in whatever costs is on Page 3 of the document.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated we have estimated the total cost to be around $450,000.00.  The $440,000 is the cost of the sale price plus the cost of the other items that are listed.  Commissioner Weston stated you got in a can of worms here now.  We are voting on $440,000, but you say it’s going to be more.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated it is outlined in the Resolution that it is going to be more than that.  Commissioner Weston stated he didn’t read where it say how much more.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated it would be $440,000.00 plus half of the expenses of the closing.  Commissioner Weston asked what are these expenses?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson asked County Attorney Mike Jennings to give an estimate of the costs.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the title insurance policy is what Commissioner Stafford quoted as fairly accurate; there are usually some closing costs and closing fees; they can be $300-$400.  You’ve heard the Phase One Environmental Report estimate.  I don’t know what the survey will costs, but the intention is the contract as written will be what you approve.  The $440,000.00 is the base price for the property.  The bottom line is we will pay whatever is involved in this letter agreement.  Commissioner Weston asked does this have to come back to us for the remainder?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated no.  Commissioner Weston stated so this is an open end deal and it could costs $500,000.00.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he would be doing the closing, so it wouldn’t cost $500,000.00.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated that is the reason we have the County Attorney doing the closing.  The seller wanted to establish the selling price.  Mr. Jennings is going to do the closing on our part, so we will only incur the cost that he incurs.  It’s not open ended towards the seller at any means.  Commissioner Murray asked should we put some kind of cap costs on this last paragraph here?  Surely we know, within a few thousand dollars some maximum figure that we are willing to pay.  Kind of voting like this leaves it out there that it could be $10,000, $20,000, or even $50,000.  Shouldn’t we establish some kind of a maximum amount here.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated you certainly can, you certainly could.  Some of these costs we asked for.  For instance the land survey, we’re paying for that, because we thought it was a good idea to have one.  The environmental survey, that’s not something’s that required by anyone to be done, but we thought it was a good idea based on the previous use of the property.  Title Insurance, we are not financing this purchase, we are paying cash, we don’t have to have title insurance, but we are purchasing it.  Most of these costs are costs that we have asked for in our negotiations, not because they have to have it to sell.  Commissioner Murray stated he understood that, but again as far as a Commission vote is concerned, we’re voting for a blank check.  We are handing the committee a blank check saying whatever it takes to purchase this property, go to it and that’s just not good business.  We need some cap costs, some figure up there that we count on.  Let’s have a figure in there, so we are not voting on an open end measure.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated he didn’t know what those costs were.  We believe them to be reasonable.  We can come up with an estimate.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated if you go to $475,000 that will more than cover it.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated the negative part of that, is everything’s public and when we go out in the market place and there are limits set like that, everybody knows how much money you’ve got.  Commissioner Murray stated they don’t realize it’s their pocket they are digging into.  Commissioner Marlowe made a motion to amend said Resolution for the additional costs not to go higher than $35,000.00, seconded by Commissioner Holland.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson accepts said amendment. Commissioner Lenning asked had the appraisal cost been added into that?  Finance Director Ron Gilbert stated the appraisal was paid in last year’s budget for $3,000.00. Passed by a roll call vote 23 for, 0 against, 2 not voting, and 0 absent.

Commissioner Rusty Thompson read Resolution 06-8-3 to Amend the Budget & Appropriation Resolution for the 2006-2007 Fiscal Year to Make Additional Appropriations in the Wilson County Road Commission.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Averitt. Commissioner Weston asked is this for the employees 6% raise?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated yes sir.  Commissioner Weston stated he hated to bring up these questions, but you only have one (1) employee here or one number here that’s receiving 6%, the rest of them are running from 15%, 18%, to 20%.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated this Resolution came to us from the Road Commission and it is supposed to cover the costs of the 6% raise that was approved in the General Fund Budget for all employees.  This is money coming out of their fund balance.  Commissioner Weston stated this is for $138,000 and in the budget we just passed; these figures are over and above that, so you figure what you give them on the budget and what you give them on this.  Yes, don’t shake your head at me, Mr. Thompson.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated we didn’t give them anything on their budget but their growth money.  This is adjusting the budget to reflect the 6% raise.  Commissioner Weston stated you are saying that under Clerical Personnel we budgeted $27,000 for that and you are going to give them another $1,589 over and above what we budgeted.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated he had not had an opportunity since these questions were not posed earlier.  I have not had the opportunity to look at that budget on a line item basis and compare your figures.  Our budget is hundreds of pages long.  I can not answer questions regarding one line item in that budget if you don’t tell me up front you’re going to ask me.  Commissioner Weston asked what do you mean up front, I’m up front now.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated you are asking me about a line item in that book that is ¾ of an inch thick.  Commissioner Weston stated no it’s just one line item.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated he understood it was just one line item and we have asked and asked and asked that if you have complicated questions that require research to let us know beforehand, so we can have proper time to research them as much as you do.  Commissioner Weston stated I’m here to tell you that you’re giving one line item 12%, one line item 15%, one line item 18%, one line item 22%, and one line item 33%.  There’s only one on here is the Foreman, which you did not give him a raise on the budget, but you are giving him a raise now and its 6% flat.  All of these others are 28 to 50% increases.  If you want me to, I don’t know what else to do but bring it to your attention.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated you could, you’ve had this packet in your hand for several days.  Commissioner Scott asked do we have an HR director and do employees have to go through some time of performance review in order to get a raise?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated not to his knowledge.  Assistant Road Superintendent Steve Lynch stated that has nothing to do with raises in the budget, we estimate overtime in case of bad weather, disaster or whatever.  What you are looking at the difference in is what we actually spent and what we budgeted.  That 6% is a flat 6% raise.  What you see in those lines may or may not be spent; it depends upon what the weather does or what happens to one of the roads.  I can assure you that all they will get is a 6% raise and when you look at next years budget, most of those lines will still have money in it, unless it’s a bad winter.  If you will look at last years beginning budget and at the ending budget, you will notice we did not spend all the money that was budgeted. We didn’t have any bad weather or emergencies come up.  There’s nothing in there but a 6% raise and I’ll vouch for that.  Commissioner Weston stated I noticed you didn’t get a 6%, you got a flat salary.  Steve Lynch stated he gets whatever the Superintendent gets, and it didn’t equal 6%.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated there is one item to this that tends to be forgotten, when you look at last years budget in your budget book, the 05-06 budget column is not budget it’s actual.  That number you see in the 05-06 year is not the budget, it is the actual expenditure.  Commissioner Weston stated Board & Committee Members Fees, we are voting on this prior to Resolution 8, which is the increase for the Commissioners.  Why are we voting on the increase here when they might not need that?  Commissioner Rusty Thompson asked Steve Lynch is that a salary increase for the board members?  Steve Lynch stated yes, but if it doesn’t pass it will roll into the fund balance.  Commissioner Rusty Thompson stated if it isn’t approved tonight, it’ll just sit there.
