Dr Jim Duncan gave the Director of Schools Report.  Commissioner Duncan made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Thompson.  Commissioner Weston stated you’ve done a great job since you’ve been here.  The grades are up and everything is doing fine, the kids are learning more.  I’m concerned about, do we, a school board or anybody bid out these new additions?  Dr. Duncan stated we are following the same process that we have followed for the last 10 or 12 years.  When I came here we were following a process to build schools and that process has proved successful.  Personally, I’m not controlling the purse strings of any of it, but I think you’ve been getting some very good buildings.  I think you’ve gotten some good supervision of those buildings from start to finish.  That’s the only way I know to answer that question.  Commissioner Weston stated the reason I’m asking you is because I’m a Commissioner and I haven’t seen any figures anywhere.  The only thing I see tonight is for a bond issue and I have no idea what the schools are going to cost, nobody has told me.  I’ve read all the reports, been to the Finance Committee and there’s never been anything mentioned about how much the bids are going to be.  I have no idea; I don’t think anybody in this room knows how much the bids are going to be.  Dr. Duncan stated he believed the Education Committee and the Finance Committee has had that information.  Commissioner Weston stated they have not put it out, because I have not gotten it.  Dr. Duncan stated he believed they had provided that information to them.  Commissioner Weston asked where is it, he hadn’t seen it.  It’s not in any of these reports.  Dr. Duncan stated it would be in some of those meeting reports that he knows of.  Commissioner Weston asked how am I supposed as a Commissioner, to sit up here and vote for something, when I don’t know what we are voting on.  If I vote for a bond issue I want to know what the schools are going to cost.  The additions should be bid out before we know how much bond we have to have.  I think it’s working backwards from the way it should be.  I as a Commissioner should know, have an idea of what the bids are.  Are these separate bids on these two schools or are they the same?  Dr. Duncan stated they are the same developer that has been building our schools for the last several years.  These have been worked on for the last 6 or 7 months.  Commissioner Weston stated people had asked him how much we were spending and he had no idea.  Dr. Duncan stated we are spending approximately 4 million dollars on one project and 3 ½ million dollars on the other project.  Commissioner Weston stated we turn this money over to the school board and in price wise he would like to know how much money they are talking about.  I don’t know if anybody else in here knows or not, but I don’t.  Dr. Duncan stated that the bond amount of 7 ½ million dollars is what’s needed for these two schools.  Commissioner Weston asked who had the bid?  Dr. Duncan stated the developer Hewlett Spencer has handled all of that business from beginning to finish and they have guaranteed maximum price and this type thing.  We have used Steed Brothers in the last several, but it is my understanding they will not be the contractor on this one.  When we ask someone to give us a guaranteed maximum price that’s what they do.  There’s no inflated figure, but building cost continues to rise.  Commissioner Weston asked so the 7 ½ million bond issue is the bid?    Dr. Duncan stated we are asking for the money, we already know what the projects are to cost us, because we’ve been given a guaranteed maximum price.  It will not come in more than that.
