Jerry McFarland gave the Emergency Management Director’s Report.  Commissioner Patton made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Rowland.   Commissioner Justice asked can you tell us about Station 8 driveway?  Director McFarland stated no sir, I think the County Attorney can.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I will tell you what I’ve found out and you all need to tell me what to do with it.  My understanding from interviewing several people on this was the initial design for the driveway to go on the extreme west side, where it is now.  Somehow that got changed; don’t know how that got changed.  I talked to the architect who told me cost consideration was a factor and the site layout plan was drawn by his company and the driveway cut was shown in the center of the property.  He told me the County’s Engineer and the State People signed off on this.  The County Engineer said that did not happen.  The architect said if he had it all to do over again he would move the driveway to the extreme west side and it was his opinion there was a combination of a lot of blame to go around here.  So, that’s where we are.  Commissioner Justice stated I understand what you’re saying, but the architect said he would still put it where it is now.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he would put it on the side where it had the good sight visibility.  Commissioner Justice stated to my knowledge the driveway had not been moved.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he wrote it down just like he said it and he meant to say not in the middle of the property.  Commissioner Justice stated the driveway needs to be moved and from what I understand they are going to stop construction at this point.  Director McFarland stated they are very close, they painted the building.  They haven’t put the bay doors up yet.  Commissioner Justice asked can you give an opinion as to whose fault this is and how we can fix it tonight?   County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I give you my opinion just from the people I’ve talked to it’s going to be a swearing contest.  Some are going to say some things happened and some are going to say they didn’t.  Commissioner Justice asked what is the County’s best interest at this point to get this driveway fixed?   County Attorney Mike Jennings stated your best interest in my opinion would be to get the driveway done so the Station can become functional and then we’ve got to see what the cost is, as to whether it would be worth it to go after.  Commissioner Justice stated it was his understanding that it was around $29,000.00, is that right?  Director McFarland stated that’s correct, just under $30,000.00.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the architect did tell him that he would turn that into his insurance, but they have pretty much given him the opinion that if the County signed off on it, they are not responsible for it, but now the County people tell me they didn’t sign off on it.  Commissioner Justice stated didn’t the State sign off on it to and gave them a permit and I think we are actually the ones who found out that the driveway is unusable. County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I think you need to finish your building.  You don’t need to have a building sitting there.  Don’t wait on making the building functional while you have a lawsuit is what I’m saying.  Commissioner Holland asked can we take this $29,000.00 and treat it like retainage?  Put it off to the side until we get the matter settled, go ahead and get the fire station open.  Is that what you are suggesting?  County Attorney stated if there is money there to do that and force them to come after you instead rather than you go after them.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Thompson gave the Law Enforcement Committee Report and moved that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Reich.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Terry Ashe gave the Sheriff’s Report.  Commissioner Thompson made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Holland.  Commissioner Weston asked your hourly wages for these folks at the jail is $13.00 an hour, is that correct?  Sheriff Ashe stated yes.  Commissioner Weston asked is that for an 8 hour shift?  Sheriff Ashe stated yes.  Commissioner Weston stated one place we show $27,000.00 for the salary and another place we show $24,000.00, do you know for sure which one that is?  Sheriff Ashe stated we took those figures from the line items in our payroll.  I’m not sure, but I’d say the $27,000.00 is the more accurate one.  Commissioner Weston stated the last category is the impact on the 07-08 is a $1,865,000.00, is that over and above what we’ve got now?  Sheriff Ashe stated yes sir.  Commissioner Weston stated each employee with all the benefits will be drawing $41,450.00.  Sheriff Ashe stated with the benefit package that is correct.  Commissioner Weston asked do you need all these people right now?  Sheriff Ashe stated yes sir. We will need them by June if we are going to open.   Commissioner Weston asked for the rank and salary of every employee you have?  I don’t want their names or any other information.  Sheriff Ashe stated I will have that to you tomorrow.  Commissioner Murray asked do we get reimbursed for the services you and Jerry supply to the race track?  Sheriff Ashe stated they pay us.  We entered into the contract when the County signed an agreement with Dover Downs that we would provide the security.  I didn’t know that had gotten signed into the agreement, because I wish that had not had happened.  After that took place, we went to Dover Downs and met with their Executive Branch.  What we didn’t want happening was them paying money into us and us paying it back out.  Now we have an agreement with them that they pay the officers direct.  We are absorbing a great deal of in-kind services to help generate a whole lot of money to the County.  They pay a lot in taxes; a lot of revenue goes through out there.  When I put 25 or 30 officers out there, you’ve got cars, fuel, and you have wear and tear.  He’s got fire trucks and ambulances standing by.  It’s a major operation.  Commissioner Murray asked are you saying were losing?  Sheriff Ashe stated we’re not making anything on that, we are providing a service for major taxpayers.  The agreement got signed and we got tagged with having to do it.  Where we are ahead of the Adelphia Stadium, then ended up cutting a deal there and some of the same people negotiated this where Metro had to foot the whole bill on that.  Metro has to pay for all the security down there at that Stadium.  After this was done, we entered into a gentlemen’s agreement and they are paying for their services.  We are putting a lot in kind in it.  Commissioner Franklin stated on your report you have an average of 65 State Prison Inmates, do you by law have to take them?  After talking with Mayor Dedman I understand we get $35.00 a day for those.  Do we have to take them; do we have to keep them?  Sheriff Ashe stated he wished he didn’t have to, but he does.  There are some 3,000 people in County jails across the State of Tennessee that belong in State Penitentiaries. I don’t like this system.  I didn’t invent this mess.  It’s in every county.  When I want to put a prisoner in the State Penitentiary, I have to get a bed.  The largest number of convicted felons that I have are women right now.  There are fewer female beds than any other.  The other night I had 47 female inmates sleeping in 10 beds.  The female women up there, some who are expecting children are not in a space the size of a dog pen.  Some of you all have seen that.  Regardless of what they are in jail for, they are human beings.  Commissioner Franklin stated I can’t understand why the taxpayers have to pay the medical costs for them.   Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Joines asked how much is in the General Fund?  Director Brachaud stated right at $1,046,489.00.   Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Abercrombie gave the Finance Committee Report and moved that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Rowland. Commissioner Weston asked do we not have to bid the contract on this phone system, even though there’s no increase?  Sheriff Ashe stated we are currently with a company called Global Tel and their contract actually expired about 11 months ago and we knew we were going to have to bid the system into the new facility.  They agreed to enter into a verbal agreement where they would continue at the current rate of reimbursement, until we got to the bid process.  We have gone through a 3 or 4 month process of bidding it out and we have bid it out.  What you see in the minutes is a company called CTI who got the original bid which probably tripled.  Commissioner Weston asked is this for the whole facility?  Sheriff Ashe stated this system is just for the inmates.  We are transferring our current system over.  Commissioner Weston stated so you didn’t bid it out?  Sheriff Ashe stated yes we did bid it out.  A company called CTI currently has the bid, but one of the interesting things about it is, we were researching some issues about TARE assessments.  We have that bid on hold, until we get some things settled.  It will probably triple our inmate income.   Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Abercrombie read Resolution 07-3-3 Amending Section 8 of the Proposed Private Act Creating a Third General Sessions Judge Position for Wilson County, Tennessee.   Commissioner Abercrombie made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Holland.  Commissioner Ash made a motion to amend to not appoint a judge but allow people to vote in the 2008 election, seconded by Commissioner Weston.  Commissioner Holland made a motion that this Judge be appointed, the way the Judicial Committee looked at it, is that this Judge wouldn’t come on until September of this year, which goes into next budget year, so the figure of a million dollars prior to the end of this fiscal year is inaccurate. It actually would be in the following budget year.  A motion was made that this able body appoint the Judge.  Commissioner Weston called for point of order, there’s a motion and a second on the floor already.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated this is a different type of Resolution than what you usually see.  This is an either or Resolution.  You either vote to elect or appoint and the reason for this is because the State Legislature wants that decision made.  We sent a proposed Private Act down there that said we would either appoint or elect and you all will make that decision after they approve the act.  Not now.  Now they want us to determine the method to either elect or appoint.  I’ve said all that to say that you are voting to either elect or appoint.  I’m sitting here thinking it would probably be easier to call the roll and vote to either elect or appoint.  Which ever one gets 13 votes is the way it will be, if neither one gets 13, I don’t know what we will do.  Vote again, I guess.  Commissioner Jenkins made a motion to ask before we vote on this, I would like for you to relax the rules, and let Judge Tatum and Judge Hamilton speak on this, seconded by Commissioner Scott.    Judge Hamilton stated in 1986 when he was elected, we had a lot less people; we have had a lot of growth.  Another unforeseen thing that happened was there was a ruling after that, that said we would have to hear all of the City of Lebanon cases.  Until 1987 or so Judge Ahles heard all of them.  That created a lot more business for the Court.  I want to tell each of you that nothing about this is personal and I’m going to do my best no matter how you vote on this.  I ask and this may be a very naïve political thing, but I asked that the Judicial Committee and the Finance Committee consider this without a recommendation because it’s my thought that each of you should consider the situation that we are in.  I want you to know that this is not done to benefit me or Judge Tatum one bit.  This will not affect our salary at all.  This also will not affect the amount of work that we do.  We now work five days a week and sometimes more than that, and late into the afternoon.  I promise you I will continue to that, and I know Judge Tatum will too.  It has nothing to do with our work load.  It’s not for me; it’s actually for the people.  This is the situation that we’ve gotten ourselves into.  We are taking care of the criminal part of it, we have to.  We are taking care of the Juvenile part of it.  The part that is getting pushed to the back is the divorce area and another area that we are having such growth in, is the Paternity docket.  In our county we are having a lot of young people out there having sex, having babies and often you get into more of a hate in those cases than you do the divorce cases.  Right now things are not quite as bad as they have been in the past, sometimes in the past to get a court date it’s been nine (9) months out.  That seems too far to me.  Now, I had Mrs. Wong check and if someone wanted an all day for a divorce and they didn’t want to be in a backup position, we set them three (3) deep so in case one gets settled I have another one.  I don’t get the day off.  Right now, the next available date is August 20 something.  That’s bad.  I’m also working right here.  I don’t satisfy everybody that comes before me.  I’m working on a complaint now.  That amount that Commissioner Keith mentioned is for everything, it’s a large estimate.  It’s for the judge, all the retirement, a secretary, at least two (2) clerks with Linda Neal’s Office, a couple of Sheriff’s Deputies to secure the courtroom.  This figure is for all of their salaries and benefits.  The Grand Jury room would make a perfect place at the Judicial Center on South College, it already has the benches.  You would need to fix a podium up front and some offices in the back.  Whatever you all decide is what we will live with, but it’s something that was needed last year and the year before.  Commissioner Murray asked what happens if we quit hearing divorce cases?  Judge Hamilton stated we are actually in a hybrid court.  When the Division II was created back in 1986, through that Private Act it gave General Sessions the right to do Divorce cases.  That’s not normally a General Sessions function, that’s a State function.   Normally, reserved for the Circuit Judge and the Chancellor, but the Attorneys convinced the County Court that it would be good to have a court here all the time that could do divorce cases.  We can take that away, but it still won’t solve the problem.  If we did take it away those cases would someone go to the Circuit Court and the Chancellor, but because of our backlog being so bad, there are not that many divorce cases filed.  It is my understanding in Tennessee that more children are born out of wedlock than in wedlock.  Well that paternity docket where you are creating child support, enforcing child support, your deciding who has custody of children.  We can’t get rid of that, because that is concurrent with juvenile court.  Commissioner Joines asked can you explain how the courts generate their own money?  Judge Hamilton stated we do generate a lot of money.  I tried to tell Ron Gilbert that one time, but he told me that’s not true crime really doesn’t pay.   We do generate a lot of money out of the traffic court.  We have our own probation services and each defendant is charged a dollar a day until they pay all their costs off while on probation.  In the dollar a day program we are generating between $25,000 and $50,000 a month.  We are bringing in money through these costs.  Commissioner Keith asked if we decide to wait until the 2008 election can you all live with that.  Judge Hamilton stated yes we can live with it, but it will continue to make it harder to have cases not on backlog.  Commissioner Murray asked is there something we can transfer to another court?  Judge Hamilton stated no.  Commissioner Ash made a motion to pull said amendment and allow to vote up or down on it.  Commissioner Joines stated if we are going to vote up or down, we need to decide if we are going to appoint or elect.  Commissioner Stafford stated as I know all of you are going to vote whichever way you decide and I’m sure of that.  I’ve not called anybody to try to convince you of my way or change your mind.  I’ve been put in this position before, of course it was a judgeship, but it was to appoint to another position.  I hope you all would think long and hard about the decision you are going to make here tonight.  You have to remember long, deep and hard for the people.  When we talk about for the people, that is exactly why this should be elected by the people.  Commissioner Bannach asked if we vote to appoint the person, do we continue to appoint them?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated no, they will run for election in 2008.  Commissioner Reich asked he wanted to hear from the Finance Director where the money is coming from?  Finance Director Janice Branchard stated it will come from the General Fund.  If you vote to appoint you will have to put it in next years budget.  If you vote to elect you will place it in the 2008-2009 budget.  Commissioner Scott asked if the people vote to appoint someone right away and we don’t have anymore money coming in and suppose we had to have a property tax increase, what would that be?  Finance Director Janice Branchard stated she would not say whether there would be any type of increase in next year’s budget.  Commissioner Scott asked what is one cent equal to?  Janice Branchard stated $216,000.00 today.  Commissioner Thomas stated we all agree we need another judicial position.  If we vote to elect we will wait until 2008, however if we chose otherwise we appoint after the State Legislature.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you will appoint after they adopt the act and send it back for final adoption.  Passed by a roll call vote 13 appoint, 10 elect and 2 absent.
