We are the only State in the United States where you cannot own an asphalt plant as a county entity or city entity.  If you weren’t grandfathered in, you were not allowed to own one in the State of Tennessee.  That was done in 1974 during Mr. Blanton’s administration.  He owned an asphalt plant in the private sector.

Old Business. 

New Business.   Commissioner Jenkins stated as many of you know the Lebanon Police Department wanted to put a firing range at the County Dump, which lies in my District #19.  The City of Lebanon is purposely avoiding BOZA.  They claim they own the land and will go ahead and build.  I don’t know if that is right or wrong, but that’s what I’m hearing.  The Pilot for the Cracker Barrel Jet came to me he’s concerned because that’s in his flight approach.  He doesn’t want to get hit by stray bullets.  I’ve had complaints from my own district, as well as Gary Keith’s district, and Mr. Reich’s district.  I’ve even had a former Chief of Police tell me he doesn’t see any reason why they should have it.  Currently, Wilson County Sheriff’s Office oversees the firing range at the Fairgrounds, in the back of it.   I’ve been told that in 1981 that firing range was dedicated to Watertown, Mt. Juliet, Lebanon and the Sheriff’s Department, but somebody had to be responsible for keeping it cleaned up and the Sheriff took that on his shoulders.  Now, they’ll tell you that range is not sufficient for them and their SWAT team training.  I don’t know too many ranges around here that would be sufficient for 308 or 223.  It came out in the Lebanon Democrat that there’s not a house within a mile.  I don’t know where Commissioner Weeks was looking when he looked out that plane, because I’m a quarter mile from it myself and Shipper Road lies almost a tenth of a mile from it.  You’ve got two elderly sisters who live right over the hill there, Ms. Burford and her sister.  You’ve got people living on Old Hunters Point Pike, there’s houses all around there.  I’m speaking for the constituents, they don’t want it.  Now, like I said, I can’t confirm it,  some of you probably know it for a fact but I understand that City Attorney Andy Wright has told them they will catch Mr. Mike Jennings gone on vacation and will avoid BOZA and start building this thing.  I’ve been advised to ask this body to ask our County Attorney to file an injunction against the City of Lebanon not to build this thing and I would like to put that in the form of a motion, that we file an injunction against them.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he hadn’t planned on going on vacation, but he did reserve the right to miss a meeting every now and then.  They did pull it from the Agenda last Friday, but I don’t know why.  Commissioner Jenkins stated they are going to bypass all of that Agenda, they are going directly and do it anyway.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated there is some law out there that says governmental agencies don’t have to go through other governmental agencies approving process.  I will tell you, I always thought that was a bad idea, because if you’re going to ask a private citizen to go through that approval process, the government should do it as well.   We’ve done that in the past when the County has had to go in front of the City with something or whatever.  It came before the Watertown Planning Commission before they got ready to build the school in Watertown.  I don’t know what their plans are, but there are laws out there that seems to indicate that governmental agencies do not have to go through the same process.  Commissioner Murray asked is that their land or our land?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated it is theirs.  That’s the old city landfill that they paid to remediate.  They paid pretty handsomely about 3 millions dollars to do it.  Commissioner Murray stated what I’m hearing you say is no matter what we do, they can go around us anyway.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated this is all new ground for me Commissioner, I’ve not been in one of these before.  To seek an injunction, I told Mr. Jenkins earlier, I can’t go after an injunction on one Commissioners instruction, because there are twenty-five of you and if one of you says do it and if one of you says don’t, that puts me in a heck of a position.  If that’s is in fact the position of the County and they want to try to do that on some basis, it will either have to be this Commission or the Urban Type Public Facilities Board vote in order to do it.  He did ask me about that and that is why he is bringing this to your attention.  I have to have a majority vote.   Commissioner Justice stated I attended the meeting at the Road Commission meeting the other day and what I proceeded to be a very positive meeting.  I guess Commissioners that are on that board can speak to how they actually felt about the range when we left.   I also wanted to go on record as not making accusations against people off rumor, I think that’s a bad situation.  I’ve attended meetings concerning the firing range for my employment and I don’t believe I’ve ever heard Andy Wright say anything like that.  That’s ludicrous  and I want to go on record as saying that’s something that shouldn’t be done in the public forum.  Commissioner Weston seconded motion.  Commissioner Weston asked do we not have a firing range at the Ag Center or somewhere in that area?  Chairman Dedman stated yes.  Commissioner Weston asked what is the reason that the city can’t use ours?  Chairman Dedman stated he did not know.  Commissioner Justice stated the City of Lebanon spent $3,500,000.00 to fix the dump that we are talking about building a range on.  Currently, there are issues with the City of Lebanon SWAT members training.  This is training that may protect everyone in this room at some time.  There are other issues with scheduling from time to time and currently there are no provisions, in the past there were, to our citizens that we offer a free instructional course too.  I believe Mr. Jennings can comment on it, there are some laws that are borderline that may require us to allow citizens to use a range that is funded by a County.  The city is trying to build a range on a piece of property that has been given the blessing from everybody down, that would be a good use for that property.  I would like to add, as everybody knows we are talking about buying property on Peyton Road and you have a firing range that borders Peyton Road.  What are we going to do ten years from now, if we are building high schools on the back of the fairgrounds property, are we going to be able to use the Sheriff’s range?  I believe there are a lot of people that are closed minded to this for certain reasons that maybe should welcome this wholeheartedly.  This is not just for the City of Lebanon.  This is a range that could be used by anybody in the county.  It will be opened up to everybody, from what I understand from the City aspect of it.  We are closing around the fairgrounds and if we build a high school out there.  Commissioner Jenkins spoke about people who lived over 1400 feet away from the range, there’s an apartment complex that is a whole lot closer to the range that we have now.  The issue of homes, I’m not sure that’s even a valid statement.  The bordering property to this range, I’ve been given a call from and they are very much in support of it and they are directly behind the range.  I guess there’s calls’ being made both ways.  I think we should all look at what’s coming down the road in the future.  The firing range itself would be 20 feet below the level of the ground now.  There’s a pit, the actual firing range would sit down in a pit.  Without talking out of turn, I’m sure if it was necessary I’m sure you could get people from the City to come up here and talk to you, if we haven’t greatly offended them tonight.  I believe they would come up here and try to explain a little better, just like they did Mr. Arnold and the Urban Type Public Facilities Board.  Commissioner Graves stated the main problem we had was, nobody knew what hours you all would be out there.  Mr. Arnold is open till about 3:30 or 4 pm.  The thing that concerned some of us, unless we give them a key to come and go as they please and citizens and whoever else, the animal control people are there and our landfill people are there, my suggestion would be when we get to that point is we spend some of his fund balance and chain link that off.  That way no one is at the landfill while someone is out there shooting.  I think we need to get that straightened out before we get too far.  Commissioner Justice stated he believed that was addressed at the meeting the other day.  Commissioner Graves stated he didn’t think it was right to give anybody and everybody a key to that landfill and somebody go out there and get hurt and then we will all be in trouble.  Commissioner Justice stated he agreed.  Commissioner Ash stated he understood the motion was to file an injunction, I think we need to have some more conversation with the City, the Police Department before we start swinging an injunction at them.  Commissioner Weston withdrew his second.  Commissioner Keith seconded said motion.  Failed by a roll call vote 3 for, 21 against, 0 not voting, and 1 absent.
