That’s all this is, is a good faith statement.  Commissioner Abercrombie stated he didn’t oppose where he was headed with this, but he did oppose the wording on this, it says the best of my ability.  Now, the best of my ability may not be as good as the best of your ability or it may be better than someone else’s.  Commissioner Thomas stated that’s true, that’s why I also put plans in there.  It’s an industry wide standard that if you were to build a house, we would meet with an architect and he draws up our plans according to the area where you are.  If you use those plans then you are basically complying with this to begin with.  Commissioner Thomas stated yes, but if you do slipshod work and just go out there, throw up a shack somewhere and say that’s the best of my ability, that’s still not acceptable.  Commissioner Holland stated if you are getting FHA, VA or bank financing, which I would guess 95% of the people that build homes effect, they are going  to have some sort of layered inspection too and I think it’s a non start of your best of ability business.  We don’t have building standards by IBC out in the county and if this adds one extra layer of protection for the homebuyer, I think that’s great.  I think we need to have International Building Codes in the County that are inspected by us.  I don’t see any problem.  This is an affidavit so I’m not sure how the legalities and things would enter into it. It’s just an affidavit signed by the contractor stating I built the house in accordance with the planned specs and building codes.  Again, you are going to be inspected if it’s FHA or VA by somebody else.  It’s just an extra layer.  Commissioner Weston stated it is my understanding that this has not been to the Committee at all. Commissioner Thomas stated no it hasn’t.  Commissioner Weston stated he didn’t see anything wrong with it, but I think we need to let the Committee look at it and bring it back. Commissioner Ash stated I think this is a great project, but I think we are getting the cart before the horse.  This is a lot of money, I think it should be sent back to Finance and placed on the needs assessment for the coming budget year and we plan for this expense a little better than we have here.  Commissioner Scott stated she agreed wholeheartedly with Commissioner Ash.  The Ag Center is operating at a loss but we are transferring every year $388,000.00 from the General Fund.  We’ve waited on a Lebanon High School, we waited on Watertown High School, we are waiting on a road for Mt. Juliet and this is an amount that’s more than what’s in our General Fund Balance.  I think we should wait and place it on a needs assessment for next year.  Commissioner Thomas stated he’d had several talks with members of that Committee and was wondering is there no way to do the appropriation in steps?  Can we not allocate the funds, divide it up into 3 years, and earmark some funds.   Commissioner Weston stated he is in an agreement that everybody thinks this is a good project and I do. I do realize that we need to wait and see on the needs assessment of the upcoming budget.  I don’t see any problem that would cause.  I think we need to wait, like we’ve waited on other things.  I think this needs to be put on needs assessment.  Commissioner Murray asked how much is in the Capital Projects Fund?  Interim Finance Director Sharon Lackey stated around $2,000,000.00.  Commissioner Bill Patton stated this is not a wish list this is something that has needed to be done for some time.  We have the money to do it.  There are several other things we need to do, but according to Sharon and Ron Gilbert we have the money to do that without a tax increase or putting it on a bond issue.  Commissioner Jenkins stated there needs to be a little more clarification on it.  The way it reads and the way I understand it, your talking about a covered horse arena.  We have tax payers out there that have put up this million dollars and a lot of them don’t like horses.  Somebody told me there are 42 other events that they can hold in there, but no one has told me what those other events are.  A million dollars is awful high to keep a rider and a horse dry.  Commissioner Joines stated we have a unique opportunity to do something for this county  that has needed to be done for a long time.  We have a chance to give them something back.  They give to us and I know there are things that need to be done.  I’ve had people tell me that we can use this money for education; we can use this money for safety.  We do that, we spent $111,000,000.00 on education last year.  This is something that our whole community can use.  It’s not a horse arena, it’s not a cow arena, it’s something that the county can come to and have horse shows, cow shows, equipment shows.  You can do whatever you want with a covered arena.  There are several things you can do to it.  A million dollars is a lot of money, no doubt about that.  In the grand scheme of things, if our budget is $170,000,000.00, it doesn’t even make up 1% of our budget.  Commissioner Bush stated we have a long established budget process that we do on an annual basis.  We are setting here in June, in the middle of our budgeting process and the purpose of that process is to in fact weigh the priorities and decide on behalf of the County, what we are going to spend money on and what we are not going to spend money on.  I for one have not seen any forecast of revenues.  We do not know how much new money we have going forward.  We have at least $7,000,000.00 in needs on a list that everybody has submitted to Finance and for this to be pushed ahead of everything else, seems to me to literally be putting the horse before the cart.  I see no reason for it.  It makes no logical sense.  It needs to be considered in parcel that we want to consider, a library, school improvements, road safety issues.  The proper place for this to be examined is in the needs assessments in the budget, not taking an early vote on it here, without a proper assessment.  Commissioner Franklin stated I am probably known for being real tight.  I’m speaking now as someone who believes that in order to make money you have to spend some money.  I think by building this thing, we will bring into Wilson County and I was real pleased last week when I read in the paper that we were number 16 in the State of Tennessee as far as Tourism goes.  I know I’ve been away to a lot of  horse shows through the years and when I got back I always had my pockets a little thinner, because I spent money while I was staying there.  I think this is an important thing that we pass and look at.  In the past we have bought things like this, without too much more study for them, like the funeral home and so forth.  I’m thinking this will bring in a great deal of tourist money.  Commissioner Graves stated this has gone to Finance.  I would like to ask Rusty Thompson or Hale Moss to speak on this subject.  Chairman Dedman asked Rusty Thompson to address the board.  Rusty Thompson stated we started looking at the Ag Center a few years ago, trying to figure out how to make it more efficient.  The number one thing that was mentioned to us was that we needed a covered arena.  There could be motor cross events, go cart events, and the horse show people, lawn and garden shows could be held there.  Commissioner Tarpley stated we keep talking about putting the wagon ahead.  This started in 1994, we rode over this state and different places and they use this for all kinds of things.  They said the Governor’s come there to have rallies, car shows, equipment shows.  Commissioner Emberton stated I’ve heard a lot of reasons why it ought to be built, but why are they so afraid of putting it in the process of the budget process that has long been established in this county and wait to see where it falls out among all the other needs.  When you put it out there, there might be some larger needs more important needs that need to be funded first. I would like to see that done before we vote on anything and I think deferring it till next year would allow that time for things to be done.  Commissioner Patton called for questions.
