County Attorney Mike Jennings stated we are looking at voting on a 20 cent tax increase and moving 5.89 cents from Sanitation Funds to General Purpose Schools Fund.  Commissioner Justice made a motion to amend to remove raises, if we are not going to give the base level employees a raise, I don’t see the need to raise the top level officials.  If they got an increase this year, this is another sign we need a pay structure and a personnel department.  We are going to give a few people a raise and turn our backs on the people who are making this county run.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the law is that some of those raises are state mandated and we can’t do anything about it.  Some of the others are given by other boards that have the authority over their employees.  You can’t do anything about that.  Some of them you have taken their excess money, so they can’t do anything.  If there is somebody in there you all have given a raise to and you want to take back, then you can do that.  Commissioner Justice stated he would charge Mr. Gilbert with removing those pennies from those departments and put it back into the General School Fund.  That’s the best thing I can tell you to do.  I think that’s fair.  Finance Director Ron Gilbert stated you gave $5,000 to the Tourism Director and some small raises to the Ag Center.  Commissioner Scott stated we can’t tell them how to spend their money, but we can give them less money and let them figure out where to spend it.  Commissioner Jenkins asked apparently this happened long before I was elected, but who gave the Road Commission the authority to be their own entity and give themselves raises.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated 1961 Private Act.  Commissioner Jenkins asked what would we have to do to get that Private Act changed?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you would have to go to the State Legislature to get that changed.  Commissioner Justice stated his motion is the salaries that we control that if one doesn’t get a raise, then nobody gets a raise, seconded by Commissioner Jenkins.
