Commissioner Emberton read Resolution 07-11-8 to Amend the Budget & Appropriation Resolution for the 2007-2008 Fiscal Year to Make an Additional Appropriation in the Sanitation Capital Projects Fund.  Commissioner Reich made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Graves.  Commissioner Jenkins read a statement against this Resolution on the purchase of property adjacent to the landfill.  Commissioner Ash stated he wanted to commend the Urban Type Public Facilities Board, because they have a hard job.  I don’t necessarily disagree with you wanting to buy this property, however I think the asking price is too high.  I contacted a friend of mine, who’s in real estate and he pulled up 3 comparisons in this area.  The first one is 30.86 acres of land; it has sold for $8,699.00 per acre.  Another piece of land 26.83 acres of land, it sold for $11,181.00 per acre.  The third piece of property is 47 acres of land, sold for $9,574.00.  The average price of these three tracts is $9,818.00.  None of these tracts are attached to the landfill.  When I asked at the Finance Committee, if we got an appraisal, which we are required to do before the county buys property, I was told we were using the seller’s appraisal.  I don’t think that’s a good practice for buying property.  I hope you will send this back to Finance.  If we truly want to buy this property, we need to do some more negotiations on it, $15,000 an acre, obviously to me is too much money.  Commissioner Stafford stated I believe there are some mixed messages being sent to the Finance Committee.  I’ve been a Commissioner for 9 years and I thought there was a committee process in motion.  As a common courtesy each committee is due diligence.  According to the Rules of Order, which is in an old book that I have, is dated 2006, it says the committee shall establish and approve policies, procedures, and regulations, in addition to specific provisions of the County Charter, to implement a sound and efficient financial system for administering the funds of Wilson County.  The Wilson County Financial Management System shall include budgeting, accounting, purchasing, payroll, cash management, and such other financial matters necessary to an efficient system.  There were 4 against, 3 for to defer this.  The purchase of the landfill is a no brainer.  The vote was taken not to purchase the property at the proposed price.  If we as a finance committee are to operate an efficient system we are charged with getting the best possible price for the land.  After the no vote was taken, we asked the County Attorney to ask if the price could be negotiated.  I think we asked him to check that out, and he was going to get back to us and let us know.  Attorney I would like to know if you contacted the Realtor about trying to negotiate the price?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated I have discussed this with the realtor on 2 separate occasions and the price is apparently not negotiable and they tell me there are other people interested in the property.  Commissioner Stafford stated there was a 7-0 vote to defer, hoping to get a better price because of the money.  Just because the money is there in the account doesn’t mean we are supposed to spend it all.  I don’t understand the rush for the purchase of the property.  As of today, the property has been on the market for 53 days.  All we ask you to do is respect our request to defer for 30 days.  I have one question, and we all talk it from day to day and time to time; do you all not believe in the committee process?  Commissioner Murray stated I’m not sure I’m against the purchase of this land except in L.T.’s case; he has constituents who are against it.  We as elected officials have an obligation to our taxpayers to watch the way our money is spent.  You say this isn’t taxpayer’s money, but yes it is.  There are a couple of things that have to be met also.  There are soil tests that have to be run there to make sure that it is qualified to be used as a landfill, if it doesn’t then its no use to us. Then of course, if there’s wetland out there, that property is not usable under any circumstances.  The environmental people will not even let you mow that piece of property.  Commissioner Weston stated the Urban Type Facilities Board met November 2, like we passed minutes a few minutes ago.  I read nowhere in there where they discussed purchasing this property anywhere in that meeting.  It’s not in the minutes.  Commissioner Patton stated it was the meeting before.  Commissioner Weston stated the problem I have with this is, I don’t know who came up with the $15,000.00, whether that was the realtor or commissioner.  I heard once it was $30,000.00 and then it dropped to $15,000.00, from what everybody is saying I would like to see this go back to Urban Type Facilities and do these tests that we are talking about and come back with the answers.  I don’t see anywhere in here where it stays it can be used for a landfill.  We could be buying property that can only be used for dirt.  We might need the dirt, but I think it needs to go back and have some studies done on it.  Commissioner Bush made a motion to send back to Urban Type Public Facilities Board, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.    Commissioner Thomas stated while this Resolution has come to us in a different matter than usual; I think sometime we get caught looking in the short term.  I think this Resolution is looking forward.  I would like to commend the sponsors of the Resolution for the foresight for seeing the property in how we can use it.  Many people have echoed and I wouldn’t be able to support the Resolution.  Commissioner Graves asked Landfill Director Bill Arnold to speak.  Chairman Dedman allowed Mr. Arnold to speak.  Mr. Arnold stated this property is adjacent to our current landfill.  We are not in immediate need for this property, but it will have us prepared for the next 100 years. Commissioner Emberton stated you have said you have not run the test and won’t run the test, wouldn’t it be prudent to run the test before we spend $600,000.00.  Mr. Arnold stated the State does not require us to run the test, until we are ready to use the property.  Commissioner Ash asked have we used up most of the landfill?  Mr. Arnold stated no, there’s part of it we have not used.  Right now it is cheaper for us to take it out of county than to use our landfill.  Commissioner Jenkins stated what I have from Jimmy Locke’s office said the Market Value is $122,000.00, not the appraised value.  Would you all want this landfill in your backyard?  Commissioner Patton stated Mr. Arnold has done a great job with that landfill.  We are not using it; right now we can take our garbage out of county cheaper than we can open this landfill.  We are saving this landfill for your grandkids and their grandkids.  Commissioner Reich stated Commissioner Stafford you asked about the committee process, I believe in letting the committee process work, yes I do.  First the Urban Type Public Facilities Board was elected by everyone in here; you elected everybody on that board.  That’s only one of two committees that are elected by the fellow commissioners.  Everybody elected those 4 people.  The other person on the Urban Type Public Facilities Board is the Mayor and he was elected by the people of Wilson County.  It was a unanimous voice out of the Urban Type Public Facilities Board to purchase this land in what we felt like was a good price.  Yes, I do believe in the committee process, maybe other people don’t believe in the committee process.  Mr. Jenkins I want to address yours.  You say this land is worth $122,000.00.  If I can buy this land tomorrow for $122,000.00, I will withdraw my name right now from this Resolution and I will be in the Realtor’s office in the morning.  The Realtor stated no sir; if I could I would buy it at that price myself.  Commissioner Bush stated about 6 years ago we purchased approximately 150 acres that we have not yet touched and that should carry us for about 100 years, is that true?  Mr. Arnold stated we did purchase 16 million cubic yards.  Commissioner Bush stated and now we are proposing to take $600,000.00 to acquire more dirt that will not be used for 100 years.  Is that a fair statement?  Mr. Arnold stated that is a fair statement more or less.  Commissioner Bush stated I know the $600,000.00 is in the account and it can be used in a variety of ways.  It doesn’t have to be used for this purchase.  I remind my fellow commissioners that the motion on the floor is to defer this pursuant to the request of the Finance Committee for 30 days.  Mr. Arnold stated the present landfill was purchased in 5 separate tracts.  That property is worth over $125 million dollars today.  Commissioner Stafford stated Mr. Arnold has done a fine job and the landfill has been used and that is very much appreciated.  This is not about the landfill.  The committee process only works when it needs to.  I have the MLS on this property and it states possible wetland issues on the back that borders landfill; deed says 40 acres, but buyer should verify; no current survey exists.  Even the realtor is acknowledging that there are possible wetland issues.  Commissioner Ash stated the Finance Committee voted unanimously to defer this to the next meeting.  I believe our rules state we have to have an appraisal before we purchase property, I don’t think the seller’s appraisal will work?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated Commissioner Ash I thought that to, I have gone back and looked at the last 6 copies of the Rules of Order and I had Sondra look today as well, and we can’t find it.  I remember us talking about it and I refer to it as the Wayne Drennan rule.  I’m the one that mentioned it before, but I can’t find it in our rules.  Commissioner Emberton stated I sat in on several Education Committee meetings in the last few months and that same issue has come up several times and it’s always been stated that yes absolutely, there has to be an appraisal before we purchase property.  Commissioner Keith asked if we defer this property for 30 days, will the realtor still guarantee us that property will be available?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he has been advised there is no guarantee.  Commissioner Jenkins called for the question.  Motion to send back to the Urban Type Public Facilities Board failed by a roll call vote 11 for, 13 against, 0 not voting, and 1 absent.

Commissioner Scott made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Weston.    Commissioner Jenkins asked can the present enforcement, enforce the City of Mt. Juliet or do they do their own?  Chairman Dedman stated they do their own.  Commissioner Tarpley stated we don’t need them in the east end of the county.  Commissioner Marlowe stated if I understand this right, this is just to evaluate, explore, recommend; this committee would have no authority to make decisions.  They can only recommend thoughts to the County Court.  Animal Control has been under several committees and as far as I’m concerned, we haven’t done a very good job with it.  I think its good business to have a committee to look at a five year plan.  Commissioner Justice stated I’ve gotten a lot of calls in support of this study group.  Law Enforcement needs some relief; the Sheriff’s Department needs relief with all the calls.  Commissioner Jenkins stated he talked to a county deputy this morning and they say they get over a100 dog calls a month.  Chairman Dedman stated they probably are, we get that many.  Commissioner Scott stated in her own district, she had a 10 year old boy attacked by a German shepherd.  I had one person who was attacked and it took 2 hours for the animal control department to call them back.  We need to do something. Commissioner Emberton read Resolution 07-11-10 to Amend the Southern Wilson County Planned Growth Sanitary Sewer Access Guidelines  Commissioner Emberton  made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Joines.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated this Resolution before you is from the Southern Wilson County Planned Growth Area Sanitary Sewer Access Committee.  When we contracted with the City of Lebanon a few years ago to put the sewer line in down the 840 corridor to serve the SuperSpeedway and hopefully other industrial and commercial development there, we specifically put in the guidelines that were approved by this Commission that no residential or multi-residential could be on there, we did not address institutional uses like schools, churches.  A request has been made by a church in the Gladeville area to hook on to this sewer access line.  There is also the need for one of our elementary schools more than likely; it will resolve a problem with them.
