You all have a choice to make on the renovation over there.  I’m not going to stand up here and tell you what to do with it.  Honestly, the Commission needs to take the advice of the experts not the advice of what people say in the newspaper.  Not the advice of me standing here, you ought to rely on the experts.  That’s what I’ve been trying to do since 1999 and that path is rocky.  You all need to make a decision that is your jail, not my jail.   I just run that for you and the public.  Whatever you decide to do with that thing is your decision.  Some people sometime back decided not to nothing and we learned what nothing causes.  Whatever you decide to do I’m going to back you to the point where it doesn’t violate the 8th Amendment.  Commissioner Weston stated you have 296 beds right now.  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated yes sir.  Commissioner Holland stated because the new jail and the old jail are connected they are one jail.  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated it is one jail under the Fire Marshall, inspections of the city and state.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.
