Bev Spickard gave the Register of Deeds Report stating $165,446.57 has been collected in excess fees this quarter, making a total of $634,075.82.   $15,464.00 has been collected in computer fees, making a total of $61,206.00.  We now have 173 people using our website.  We are short a quarter of a million dollars in excess fees turned over from last year.  Commissioner Bush asked why are you short?  Bev Spickard stated people are not purchasing property.  Commissioner Thomas asked how would you say the website benefits your office?  Bev Spickard stated it cuts our title searches in the office, because they can look it up on the website.  Commissioner Thomas asked by having and using this has it improved your department and would you recommend it to others?  Bev Spickard stated yes it has improved and he would recommend it to everyone.  Commissioner Stafford stated Mr. Spickard was doing a fine job.
