James M. Davis gave the School Superintendent’s Report. Commissioner Patton made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Commissioner Jenkins asked how old are the roofs?  Would they be under warranty?  Mr. Davis stated the present Mt. Juliet Middle School is not under warranty.  This is an opportunity for us to get these buildings up to current codes. Commissioner Weston stated in your meeting in Nashville was anything discussed about the State Law that says you don’t have to transport kids to school?  Mr. Davis stated that wasn’t discussed today, the biggest concern was the rising cost of diesel.  Commissioner Weston stated am I correct in my statement that it is not a law that we have to offer transportation.  Mr. Davis stated I don’t think it’s a law, it’s a privilege.  I think we would suffer a lot if our kids were nottransported.  Commissioner Holland asked on the Elizie Patton and the Mt. Juliet School who is the one person who is fancying themselves as the construction manager?  Mr. Davis stated himself and Mr. Hall.  Commissioner Scott asked has their ever been any discussion, I know we put a lot of bricks and mortar into building schools and gas cost, has there been any talk of online education possibilities for students?  Where they can learn from home and not come to the buildings as often or not have to build so many buildings.  Mr. Davis stated there wasn’t any talk today or discussion today about that matter.  However, Wilson County is going to offer online courses next fall.  We hope to offer as much as 400 students being able to get online courses.  We are already offering courses through E410, about 112 students were enrolled this semester in that.  What we want to do is have students enroll in college classes and never have to leave the campus, but take the remote online method.  Commissioner Scott stated it’s just a thought; maybe kids can get them a computer and learn from home.  Commissioner Franklin stated on the fire door installation replacement in Mt. Juliet High School, what’s the problem with the doors you have there now?  Mr. Davis stated the fire doors have to meet fire codes standards.  Those doors don’t close properly.  They do not close satisfactory at this point per the State Fire Marshall.  Commissioner Franklin stated I notice you are going to put new tile down.  What is the problem with the tile we have now?  Mr. Davis stated the tile you have down in portions of the building has asbestos tile.  It also has asbestos masking, which is what they put the tile down with.  We even have some asbestos in the putty that the windows are put in with.  You can do 2 or 3 things with asbestos.  You can cover it up or encapsulate it.  You can remove it or watch it and be careful how you deal with it.  When you put younger age children in a building, you don’t want to have asbestos, because they have a tendency to pick at it.  You can ingest it as well as inhale it.  It is to our advantage to get rid of all the asbestos and bring the building up to Federal Code.  Commissioner Justice asked who the bids were awarded to on the Elizie Patton and Mt. Juliet Middle School.  Mr. Davis stated the School Board approved that before it was sent over tonight.   It is in the documentation that you were given tonight. Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Gilbert stated the Director had gotten some estimates on what it would take to buy the equipment.  Any money left will go back towards paying off this debt.  Commissioner Weston asked what if there’s not enough money?  Mr. Gilbert stated then we will have to cut some corners and not buy some.  Commissioner Weston stated if you are going to spec out fire equipment like he says; it would seem that you need to bid this out before you come up here asking for the money.  Mr. Gilbert stated most of the time we get the money in before we bid it out.  There’s a good reason, because the vendors do not like to bid until they feel like the money is in place.
