Sheriff Terry Ashe stated this month we had 104.  At this moment we have around 85.  Commissioner Weston asked when we have a felony charge do we have to keep that prisoner?  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated if he’s sentenced here, yes.  The State doesn’t have any bed space and they back them up in the County Jail.  They need to build some serious bed facilities.  Commissioner Weston asked do we have that much felony problem in the State?  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated there are over 3000 felonies in the Shelby County Jail that belong in State Custody.  That is two full prisons right there.  Commissioner Weston asked do we still get $35.00 a day per prisoner?  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated yes, but there is a Resolution down at the State to cut that.  Commissioner Bannach asked are we looking at about a year before we get you some relief on the beds?  Sheriff Terry Ashe stated I’ve already moved some prisoners back into the old area.  In as bad of shape as it is in, because I don’t have a choice.  We’ll know how we are going to handle some of the felony population when we get the new judge on board here this month.  We will have to talk to him and see what his schedule is going to be, because the more judges we have sitting on the bench the more people they are going to put in jail.  In all honesty, us, Mt. Juliet, and Lebanon have been really aggressive in our law enforcement efforts the last three or four months.  I don’t apologize for that.  If we have people that need to be locked up, we need to lock them up.  Commissioner Scott asked off hand do you know how many non violent drug offenders we have in our jails right now?  Sheriff Ashe stated I know there are a lot of people who needs to be in jail and they aren’t.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.
