This law allows anyone from the audience to suggest someone for this position, then the Commission will have to make the nomination. When making a nomination it no longer requires a second from the floor.  After the audience is given the opportunity for suggesting someone, the Commission has the opportunity to make a nomination.  Once the nominations close you can discuss the voting.  The decisions on the election have to be made before you start voting.  If you have several nominations and no one gets a majority, you have to decide if you are going to drop the lowest one or revote.  You have to decide how a tie vote will be broken.  You have to have a majority vote.  This is a new law and it’s the first time we are using it.  County Attorney Mike Jennings advised that the law provides that “no secret balloting shall be permitted.”  He recommended the vote be public, taken by roll call of each Commissioner.
