Commissioner Ash read Resolution 10-3-13 Beginning the Process to Fund a New Lebanon High School.  Commissioner Justice made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Commissioner Ash stated he had been asked to explain the financing arrangement once again.  We are funding $50,000,000.00 to build a new Lebanon High School.  It’s going to be a 22 year loan.  The 1st 4 years we will be paying interest only; the 2nd 4 years we will be paying partial interest and principal; and the balance of 18 years will be full principal and interest.  We will be moving money from the ¾ cent sales tax in the School Budget and then back into the Debt Service.  We are also going to take the rainy day fund which is 3 cents of the budget, will go to Debt Service.  The balance that is in the rainy day fund now will remain in the rainy day fund, so we will still have a cushion.  Commissioner Tarpley asked what happened about the land in Watertown, it’s gotten awful quiet?  Watertown was in the list and we had worked it out and now all at once I don’t hear anything about it.  We don’t want to leave Watertown out, the East end has been left out a lot.  We need to make sure it’s in there.  Commissioner Ash stated it is not included in these Resolutions.  Commissioner Stafford asked if and when this Resolution is approved, when will they be able to start construction?  Director Davis stated once the funding is made available we will have to go back and renew the plans and specifications.  As you well know, this building came in as its on paper at $54,000,000.00.  We will have to go back and make some adjustments or modifications to plans of specification.  I don’t think we will have to send it back to the Fire Marshall’s Office, but we don’t know. If we have to do that, that’s about a 30 day period to get it looked at again.  Then we have to bid it, going through the bidding process, the Board will put it out for bid and that is probably another 30 days.  We are looking at a time table of 60-90 days for beginning construction.  We would like to begin construction as early as possible because we would like to see them occupy this building by 2013.  Commissioner Scott asked does this $50,000,000.00 include everything?  Director Davis and I have had this conversation, but just for the record.  You won’t be coming back asking for more money or we need more furniture after the fact?  This is everything, this is it?  Director Davis stated when you say $50,000,000.00 that’s not $50,000,000.00 for construction.  You have the bond sale that comes out of that.  You have some associated fees that have to come out of that.  The last building we constructed, Mt. Juliet High School, the additional costs to furnish and equip the building with all the technology and sound systems and everything it’s right around $3,800,000.00.  We expect this building to run about the same.  That will all have to be backed out and that’s why we have to modify the plans to get the building down.  We are going to try not to reduce any square footage in the building but there are some other areas we are looking at to reduce the cost of the building.  For example, in this building we had programmed terrazi floor throughout the building.  We didn’t use terrazi flooring in Mt. Juliet, that’s the kind of floor you have out here in the Courthouse and that’s a life time floor once you put it in.  We will go back and put vinyl tile and that will be a big reduction.  We had this building set up to be a storm shelter as well and that’s about a $1,000,000.00 ticket to reinforce certain areas, so that will probably be backed out.  We may have to reduce some parking spaces.  We are also going to reduce the volume of the building.  If you have been in Mt. Juliet and you’ve been in that commons area, there is a lot of space up top near the roof that we are not using for anything, but we are heating and cooling, so if we can lower that volume down, it will save us not only in construction cost but also save dollars in operational cost.  We also have programmed in this building the geothermal system to heat and cool it.  Over the life of that building it will save in the millions of dollars to do that.  It’s green technology.  We may have to bid that as an alternate but we are going to try to keep that if at all possible.  What I’m getting at is the building will have to come in under $45,000,000.00 in order for us to do all the other stuff we need to do and I think we can do it.  Commissioner Tarpley asked is this going to be a hard bid, how are they going to bid this?  Director Davis stated the Board will take that up at their next meeting.  My understanding is there was a Resolution passed here that you were to bid any future projects and it states in there you can bid the Maximum Guaranteed Price.  We can’t come back and ask for any money so that’s the kind of price we are going to look for.  Commissioner Jenkins asked what do the design engineers charge you to flip that blueprint over?  Director Davis stated I believe it was 3%.  Commissioner Patton made a motion to amend that all money come through the Finance Department and disperse through there.  Commissioner Justice accepted said amendment.    Commissioner Murray asked Director Gilbert if his staff could handle this?  Director Gilbert stated yes they could.
