Director John Jewell gave the Emergency Management Director’s Report.  Commissioner Patton made a motion that said report be received and filed, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Commissioner Sorey asked is Pro-Med working out of Station 1 on occasion when we are short handed as far as the County.  Director Jewell stated let me qualify.  They don’t work directly out of Station 1, they operate off of their Station on North Cumberland, but they do operate on our dispatch channel.  Commissioner Sorey asked do they get priority on calls?  Director Jewell stated they get priority on calls.  Commissioner Sorey  asked if someone leaves here tonight and gets into an accident, Pro Med has priority on calls because of staffing.  Let’s say it’s a minor fender bender accident and ambulance is called to scene but there’s no real need to transport.  If the County shows up, and the county ambulance provides service to those folks and they don’t need to go to the hospital, a refusal to transport signature is requested, then there’s no bill involved.  If Pro Med shows up on that same call, they could technically charge.  Director Jewell stated there could be a charge.  Commissioner Sorey stated he had had several complaints on safety issues as far as the firefighters.  Do you recall a barn fire, where some hay was on fire out on East Old LaGuardo Road?  Director Jewell stated not right off I don’t.  Commissioner Sorey asked did you get your head split one day, by another firefighter’s helmet?  Director Jewell stated I know the fire you are talking about, that’s been over two (2) years ago.  Commissioner Sorey stated you weren’t wearing a helmet obviously?  Director Jewell stated no he wasn’t.  Commissioner Sorey asked was A Triple F Foam used on a hay fire?  Director Jewell stated he believed so.  Commissioner Sorey asked why?  Director Jewell stated hay fires are extremely difficult to extinguish.  You find in most cases those large bales have to be completely unrolled, very time consuming.  It ties up a crew for an extended length.  This particular case there were a large number of those and it was to the point the time being involved and the occupying of two or three stations, it was wise to complete the situation and get onto something else.  Commissioner Sorey asked you do realize that A Triple F Foam is used for hydro carbon fires?  Director Jewell stated he was well aware of that and they also used some fire aid that day as well.  Commissioner Sorey stated there was an incident where a gentleman jumped off 231 and your firefighters were out in a boat.  I’ve been told that somebody ordered them to have there PPE Gear on, their turnout gear, while they were on the boat.  Director Jewell asked had their turnout gear on while on the boat?  Commissioner Sorey stated yes, when they were out on the boat searching the river, I was told that someone in your department ordered them to put there turn out gear on.  Director Jewell stated he was out there most of the days, I’m not going to say that didn’t occur, we were out for seven or eight days, for a period of time, I’m not going to say that did not happen.  Clearly, that’s a little bit excessive for what we were doing.  Commissioner Sorey stated that’s the quickest way to drown a firefighter.  Director Jewell stated that is true, that is very true.  There are a lot of ways to drown a firefighter.  Commissioner Sorey stated that would be the first one I could think of that could be dangerous.  Director Jewell stated those are tactical decisions that are made on the scene.  Commissioner Sorey stated that is beyond a tactical decision that would drown a firefighter having their turn out gear on.  That would add 100 pounds to a firefighter.  Director Jewell stated a firefighter can drown in a lot of ways.  Commissioner Sorey asked what is your advanced training in the fire service?  Director Jewell stated my advance training?  I don’t have that much advance training.  I’ve been a volunteer for 47 years.  Commissioner Sorey asked as far as school and related…..Director Jewell stated basic firefighting.  I’ve been first responder, that sorta thing.  Commissioner Sorey stated so when you show up to a fire scene do you take……Director Jewell stated no sir.   We have a group of officers, battalion chiefs, captains and lieutenants that run the calls, I am there if they need me.  If there are decisions that require the position in, I make those decisions.  I do not make tactical decisions on fires.  Commissioner Thomas asked have you had any correspondence from the Mayor of Mt Juliet in terms of her promise letter last February on the fire study?  Director Jewell stated no he had not.  Commissioner Jenkins stated this question has been brought up once before and I wasn’t really satisfied with the answer.  I’m getting complaints from the taxpayers.  It’s my understanding that you have a man in position of Captain, whose getting Captain’s pay, paid by the tax payers, but is actually selling cars at Burchett Ford and not working at WEMA.  Director Jewell stated he is on Administrative Leave with Pay.  Commissioner Jenkins asked how long is this leave?  It was only two or three months ago and then you told me I’m doing this as according to what the County Attorney advised you to.  We have taxpayers funding this man.  Director Jewell stated he had been advised by legal counsel, by County legal counsel, as well as the Insurance Company legal counsel of the action that we are taking.  Commissioner Jenkins asked you don’t see an end coming to it no where then?  Director Jewell stated I’m confident in my decision as to where I am on the issue, but I felt like it was important that I follow legal counsel of the County, that probably had a better handle on the legal situation that I did.  I’m very firm in my feelings on the issue.  Commissioner Jenkins stated maybe he should ask Mr. Jennings where we stand on it then.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated we have a lawsuit pending.  The gentleman that you are taking about has the taxpayers of this county sued.  If we take any action at this point and time it will probably bring on additional allegations.  Let me say this, if we start discussing our legal cases up here on the floor of the particulars, that’s a dangerous subject, because there are people out there listening that we don’t have the benefit of hearing what they are saying.  We need to be very careful.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Tom Brashears presented proposed rezoning application by M. Dale McCulloch to rezone property from R-1 Rural Residential to I-2 Industrial located on Old Lebanon Dirt Road is referenced by Wilson County Tax Map 77 Parcel 9.01 and contains approximately 2.54 acres.  This was brought up last month and continued until April, so Mr. McCulloch and a neighbor could work some things out. Commissioner Sorey made a motion to suspend the rules, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Attorney Jere McCulloch stated he was there for the applicant.  As your recall last month I had two (2) of these, one was passed by this body and the second one our next door neighbor Mr. Green had some concerns, we asked to defer it.  Since then my brother has met with Mr. Green, we have addressed his concern.  We have a written agreement with him to address them things.  We ask you to approve it.  The way the law works is all rezoning comes on recommendation from the Planning Commission and this body has the right to make the decision and yes, you can vote to rezone it.  
Commissioner Graves made a motion to go back into regular session, seconded by Commissioner Bannach.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Weston made a motion to approve application by M. Dale McCulloch to rezone property from R-1 Rural Residential to I-2 Industrial located on Old Lebanon Dirt Road is referenced by Wilson County Tax Map 77 Parcel 9.01 and contains approximately 2.54 acres, seconded by Commissioner Patton.  Commissioner Thomas stated Mt Juliet denied.  Tom Brashears stated Mt. Juliet recommended denial.  The Planning Commission with jurisdiction make a recommendation to this body.  They recommended denial based on the fact that it was inconsistent with their land use plan for the area. Commissioner Thomas asked Jere McCulloch are you aware of this?  Mr. McCulloch stated yes.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Justice stated he would like to add in the conversation that was had with Mr. Davis as well as the gentleman from Johnson Controls as far as the guarantee.  Commissioner Weston stated the Budget Committee unanimously went over the $10,000,000.00 deal.  Commissioner Ash stated yes.  Commissioner Weston asked did you all cut it out real good and make sure that what he was referring to, that the contract does have a guarantee?  Commissioner Ash stated they were assured by Johnson Controls and the School Superintendent.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Ash read Resolution 10-4-5 Amending the General Fund and the General Debt Service Fund to Provide for an Interlocal Fund Loan to Pay for the Curd Road Improvement.  Commissioner Ash made a motion to adopt said Resolution, seconded by Commissioner Patton.  Commissioner Neal stated this is in my District.  The County Commission has gotten kicked around a few times by people saying we are the ones who put it there.  I just want to set the record straight that the School Board put it there, we didn’t.  We have nothing to do with where they go.  They try to make you believe that it was built solely to keep the school children from getting hurt and I’m sure it does.  That’s not the sole reason.  It’s being used today as a bypass.  All this was, was an eastern bypass being built, it was being talked about 24 years ago.  I have no problem with paying the money, my problem is I think it should have been put in the 2010 budget like a lot of other things are.  We are going to run into problems when it comes property tax time.  I think it should be put in the budget instead of voting on it tonight, it should be deferred.  It’s always been used as a bargaining chip there anyway, about building the road.  Once when we were debating the fire issue a few years ago, that said we needed to buy a ladder truck because we built a school there, that’s not really true.  We never really had a contract on building that road in Mt Juliet, but I think we should pay our part but they have delayed us in getting the money.  They have delayed us from getting the money deferring us for over 5 years on getting the money from selling that Mt Juliet Elementary property.  I feel like if they got deferred another month or so until this budget can come out we wouldn’t look too bad.  I think the way we are going with our financial situation we are going to get hit with a big property tax this year in August.  I know its one of the election year issues.  What’s going to happen here is your going to have an election come up on August 5 and we aren’t going to vote on the budget until after that date.  I’m afraid we are going to get into a problem with our property tax this year, if we continue the way we are going.  I’ll give you a little update about Mt Juliet on what’s happening there on the property.  They had a meeting last Saturday, they set goals and priorities on what they wanted to do.  One priority was working something out and getting this fire situation settled in Mt Juliet.  The second biggest thing is the Mt Juliet Elementary property, we have some Commissioners down there who don’t want us to sell that to anybody but Mt Juliet, they can probably be approached soon from somebody in Mt Juliet wanting to buy it, but I doubt they will want to give you the 3.4 million it’s appraised for, they will want the old contract before it ever got appraised.  They are trying to do whatever they can to keep someone from buying it except for them.  I can’t vote for it to pay them tonight.  I’m all for paying them but I think it needs to be deferred and put in the 2010-2011 Budget, like everything else is.  Like we did the HR Director job, and some other things you deferred because of the money situation.  Motion made to defer this and put it in the 2010-2011 Budget instead of paying now, seconded by Commissioner Sorey.  Commissioner Scott asked if we defer it are we going to have the money to pay it in next years budget or is it going to be the same situation where we have to issue a note on it?  Is it going to be any different if we do it now or if we do it next year?  Commissioner Ash stated we can do it now or we can do it later, either way we are going to have to borrow the money.  Commissioner Graves asked Finance Director Ron Gilbert will this affect our tax base for next year?  Finance Director Ron Gilbert stated no.  Commissioner Graves stated we have deferred this and talked about it for three or four years.  The City Manager and some of the Commissioners are here from Mt Juliet to answer any questions that we might have.   Commissioner Bush stated he was curious about a few things.  We are proposing to borrow money from one fund to another for $650,000.00.  I’m looking at the Budget Committee minutes and it says here that based on the last full year of actual figures, fiscal year 2008-2009, $2,432,461.00 was returned to the budget, but at the end of this year we will be under funded by about $2,500,000.00 and that is after $1,000,000.00 advance was made to the budget last year, if I understand correctly.  So, we are already $2.5 million down and we are proposing to spend another $650,000.00 on a perfectly legitimate item.  No doubt about that.  I’m wondering what the Budget Committees plan is to get out budget in balance.  Finance Director Ron Gilbert stated there will be some money left over that wasn’t spent.  The only way to balance the General Fund is to use that money.  Right now, he doesn’t know what will be left at June 30.  We hope its equal to or somewhere close to equal to.  Commissioner Bush stated it could be anywhere from 0 to $2.5 million, and we have no idea?  Finance Director Ron Gilbert stated it would probably be more that $1 million but less than $3 million.  Commissioner Bush stated he believed in view of the financial condition that has just been described; we should wait like Mr. Neal has proposed to put this in the entire budget package and for the appropriate committees to review the entire financial condition of the county, which does not appear to me to be particularly strong.  Commissioner Patton stated a lot of this road is in the county and we need to pay our part of it.  Mt Juliet has already paid there part and our part too.  We need to get this monkey off of our backs.  Commissioner West stated he had a problem, when all this came up they said we owed $950,000.00, then Steve Armistead got up here and said it didn’t cost $950,000.00, that’s why we were only going to pay $650,000.00.  Then I get a letter from the City of Mt Juliet stating that it did cost $950,000.00, but they would take $650,000.00.  So, I’m confused, what did it cost and who’s telling the truth and who’s lying?  Commissioner Ash stated as he understood it the original cost of the road was $940,000.00.  Mt Juliet got some help from the State.  Our cost came in at $650,000.00.  We have beat this horse to death.  Let’s get the politics out of it and lets pay the bill.  Commissioner Graves stated you’ve been told just like it is and we have talked about this for two or three years, it’s gone to the committees.  Some of you sitting here voted to give them $950,000.00 two years ago twice.  Now, we have gotten it to $650,000.00, we have 1600 + feet and we need to pay our bill.  The Budget Committee has had it, looked at, and talked to Ron Gilbert about it and we need to pay our bill.  Chairman Dedman recognized Randy Robertson, City Manager of Mt. Juliet.  Mr. Robertson stated he had been City Manager for 2 ½ years.  He will tell his perspective about all of this.  The difference in numbers, I can only give you my perspective from a 2 year window.  It’s a moving target.  When it started several years ago, from the history that I have been able to research shows that you all supported this, maybe not in writing but verbally, but no firm numbers were there three or four years ago because of the costs of asphalt and gas were moving, etc.  The decision was made to build the high school and it was built before I got there.  The decision was made by the Commission that hired me, that this was unacceptable.  I wouldn’t pretend to tell you Commissioners that what you said was or was not true.  The principal reason that I heard, that this Commission stepped up, was that there kids somewhere 1600-1700 vehicle were on that road each and every day.  If you have ever been out there you know it has the width for about 1 bus not 2 cars.  As it relates to that money, they bid it, we were very fortunate with Mr. Joyner’s help to get a State Grant, which basically paid for about half of it.  We consulted with Mr. Armistead, and I want to thank each one of you, because this man has been a champion helping us work through all this, and the bottom line is if you take it, about 1/3 of this road is in the county.  About ½ of the bridge, the more expensive part of it, is in the county.  The bills come up if you divide it by 1/3; it came in that 1725 feet were in the county, your share of the bill was about $958,000.00.  As it relates to $650,000.00; two Commissioners approached me and I approached my Commission and asked what can you live with and this was months ago.  They said we have already paid the bills, we have already bonded it, what could be good and the number that was came up was $650,000.00.  Is that your fair share?  No.  That doesn’t pay for your fair share of the $958,000.00, but it was an agreeable number to Mt Juliet to move this forward, hopefully in good faith effort.  I’ll leave the reason of you to decide if that was right, wrong or indifferent.  After this has all been said and done, I’ve had a couple of you all and say, we really owe you $958,000.00 don’t we.  I’ll defer to you, we are only asking for $650,000.00.  Commissioner Sorey asked Mr. Robertson evidently you all mailed out a letter to everybody up here all 25 and the Mayor?  Mr. Robertson stated a letter was mailed, he asked his secretary to mail it.  I think most of you were supposed to have got it, I won’t say all of you, I believe it was sent Registered Mail.  I didn’t check today to see if anyone got it or not. When Mr. Hixson is dealing with these Industries and they come to see him and they say we would like to take advantage of this program.  That would be a good question for him to ask to find out.  I think he sits at the will of the Commission on that.  If ya’ll want to go on record that’s one thing.   Commissioner Justice stated he had studied this in depth and talked to several people and there is a provision under #9, that says “The Board of County Commissioners of Wilson County retains the right to revoke or amend the authority and delegation of power contained in this resolution, at any time, by the passage of a resolution to such effect approved by a majority of this body.”  If they do something we don’t agree with and the Budget Committee passes it, you as a Commission, as a body, have the right to revoke that at any time.  It’s written here.  Commissioner Weston stated he understood what he was saying, but it would be more difficult to bring it back from the Commission.  The Resolution we have now goes through your Board and you recommend to us and then we vote.  This shouldn’t be any different.  The reason I’m saying that is 67,785 registered voters in Wilson County. Ag Center Director Larry Tomlinson stated Wilson County Promotions is like everyone else that does business at the Wilson County Ag Center, they do a contract.  They last contract they signed was a year ago, so they should have either 3 or 4 years left on this present contract. Commissioner Scott asked does that come before the full Commission.  Director Tomlinson stated no ma’am, those kind of things don’t have to come before you all, that is left up to the Director of the Ag Center Committee to sign those contracts.  Commissioner Justice asked does the rodeo come before this Commission?  Director Tomlinson stated no sir.  Commissioner Justice asked does Slammin’ & Jammin’ come before this Commission?  Director Tomlinson stated no sir.  Commissioner Weston stated you say Wilson County Promotions come to you all for their contract, right?  Director Tomlinson stated yes they do. A little history on the foundation; this is something that was talked about 5 or 6 years ago.  At that time the foundation wasn’t really taking off and that’s why the Ag Center Committee agreed to do a contract with Wilson County Promotions to allow them to manage the Grove.  Since that time Promotions has been working with the Ag Center Committee in hopefully moving in the direction of establishing a Foundation to fun Fiddlers Grove.  As you noticed in your minutes there, if you have a foundation, they can be a 501c3, which means that big companies can make a substantional donation to the Fiddlers Grove Foundation and it be considered tax deductible.  If they went through Wilson County Promotions, that is not tax deductible.  There is a fine line if you decide not to do the Foundation and run it through Promotions the IRS might not look favorable on that.  Commissioner Weston  stated I understand the 501c3.  What your telling me is that the $500,000.00 that we put in is going to cut the grass and maintain the fairgrounds.  Director Tomlinson stated we will continue to mow the grass and do those kinds of things, they will maintain the buildings.  All we will be doing is mowing the grass and doing some weed eating.  Commissioner Weston stated what about Insurance?  Director Tomlinson stated according to Mr. Gilbert and Ms. Green, our Risk Management, those buildings in the Grove are all county property and in order for them to be county property, they have to be insured by Wilson County.  It’s not anything to do with the Foundation.  Once those buildings are placed up there, those buildings become property of Wilson County.  The personal property that someone might give them, is not covered by our Insurance, but the buildings themselves are covered by our insurance.  Commissioner Weston asked how much are we donating?  Director Tomlinson stated we run some numbers and I figure my guys may do like $5,000.00 a year.  Commissioner Weston asked is that insurance too?  Director Tomlinson stated no, I’m just talking about the labor.  Commissioner Weston stated he was talking about the whole ball of wax.  Director Tomlinson stated he couldn’t tell him that for sure.  Commissioner West stated they talk about how big and great the Wilson County Fair is and record attendance , why can’t it support its on self without the money we have to give them to do whatever?
