Commissioner Ash read Resolution 10-11-4 to Amend the Budget & Appropriation Resolution for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year to Make Line Item Transfers in WEMA. Commissioner Ash made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Hall.  Commissioner Thomas made a motion to defer indefinitely.  If you notice in last months EMA Committee minutes, my vote was a an affirmative vote to make this line item transfer.  Specifically I question where this money was gonna be spent.  I asked specifically was it going to go for first respond personnel, people who were actually gonna go respond to fires, respond to medical, etc.  The response I got was yes, then much to my surprise when I got up here in the Commission meeting it turned out that it was going to be used more for an administrative purpose.  To be quite frank with you, I don’t know what’s going down.  I’m really kind of distressed because for the past couple of months, I don’t know what to trust.  Commissioner Glover asked is the money going for part-time personnel or planner?  I’m kinda concerned what the money is going for.  I would rather the money go for the shortage as far as overtime to put the EMT and Firefighters on the street.  If this is for a planner, it is my understanding the position will become vacant in February.  Chairman Hutto stated once this was brought up the last time, I called several people in, Commissioner Justice, Stafford, and Ash and also called Rick Woodard at WEMA.  He said the $20,000 was a line item transfer for overtime pay.  I asked why we were in overtime pay, why do we have to have overtime pay?  He related to me you have to have overtime pay, because they work more than 80 hours.  I did check that out and that is a correct statement.  In that process, I asked about the Planner?  In that line item that’s where the part time planner will be paid.  The part time planner will work for four weeks for three days a week in order to be ready to take Dee Lineberry’s position when he retires.  That’s what I’ve been told.  I was presented a WEMA budget by Mr. Woodard, that did show the line item was over.  It’s at 42% and it should be at 30.77%.  Commissioner Patton asked do we have a line item budget for training?  Director Jewell stated we do for training.  That particular line item is for continuing education for paramedics and firefighters.  The necessary courses that we teach continually.  This on the other hand is training an individual to take the full time position and we train from that line.  If I bring in a new employee, their orientation comes from the part time line, just line several other issues.  We cover shortages on our daily operation either from overtime or part time.  We get a little better bang for our buck on the part time because we don’t have to pay benefits, overtime we do.  In this particular incident, this gentleman will be trained and oriented for that job.  Once that transition takes he will move into the line item for EMA Planner.  He is not getting $20,000.00, we will be doing a lot of things, in the way of covering our shortages.  If this transfer does not take place, we will still probably train this person from this line, it is the most appropriate place to do that from.  It is not a full time/part time job.  He is being trained to take a full time position.  Once he is trained he is being moved to a full time position.  There is a line for EMA Planner.  There is a budget.  There is a salary for that position.  Commissioner Ash stated this is not a new position and $20,000 will not hire a new employee.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated I don’t mind doing two weeks of orientation, but I feel like this person should be able to walk the ropes at that point and time.  Director Jewell stated there is a lot for them to learn.  There is phone numbers, programs, contacts, and things that he needs to be brought up to spend on.  We have made amazing progress on the EMA side of this business.  Commissioner Glover asked how many positions do we have open at this time?  Director Jewell stated none at this time.  Commissioner McFarland asked was this job advertised?  Director Jewell stated it was not advertised in the paper.  It was advertised in professional lines.  Commissioner McFarland asked who have you selected?  Director Jewell stated John Kuntsman and Renee Morgan.  Commissioner Brockman seconded the motion to defer.
