Commissioner Keith asked can we go ahead and ask the Mayor to appoint the ad hoc committee tonight?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you can.  I don’t have a dog in this, but what is your committee going to be charged with?  How long is it going to be in existence?  What is going to be its duties?  How is it to proceed?  All of those things really need to be researched out.  Commissioner Keith stated he agreed, the committee needed to do that.  I think there are several things the committee needs to do.  I don’t see any reason to wait another 30 days to get the research done.  I think we should move forward as soon as possible and not hold County business back for 30 days.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated he didn’t feel the need for another committee.  We already had a committee before I came on board.  They had findings there.  I think we need to give procedure starting in January for what we have set up already and begin searching.  Commissioner Keith stated there is only one member of that committee still sitting on this commission.  We are going to have to have a new committee.  Chairman Hutto stated back when he first began we talked about HR and I probably had as much issues with it, because I knew we had some HR departments already running in our government.  Things were already being done by Insurance and Finance Committee.  I wanted to look at it and see where we were and what we were doing.  I have looked at it and taken what Commissioner Thomas has given me, the research with the other committee.  I have explored the options and see a need for this.  I was misinformed because I sent you all an email out that I thought it was already approved and realized it wasn’t.  I’ve also learned through my short tenure here that everything has to go through committee.  Therefore, I said I believe in an HR but unless you guys want to have an HR, it’s up to you it’s not my call, then I would like to appoint a committee of 5 commissioners, 1 elected official and 1 appointed head department and have that 7 member committee take the information already gathered by the last committee and also by what we have done research ourselves and put that together.  Hopefully, come back to you in 30 days, it may take longer, but with a proposal to see if you like what they have come up with for starting an HR department or HR person.  That was my goal.  I could have come up with my own department and how it should lay out, but I know that’s not my call that’s your call.  That’s why I would like to do the committee tonight if we could, if we can’t.  Our Attorney has said we have a Resolution coming back up and it would be a lot cleaner and neater if we do it in January.  I think our commissioners have said we have been fooling with this for a pretty good while, lets continue to move forward with it and that’s the decision tonight.  Hopefully, I’ve cleared it up for you.  I don’t know the legalities of what we can and can’t do tonight; I’ll have to pass on that.  That’s where we were as far as committee goes, we only had one person left.  Commissioner Brockman made a motion to suspend the rules, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Commissioner Keith made a motion to move forward with Committee, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Commissioner Justice made a motion to amend for Mayor Hutto to set guidelines for committee.  Commissioner Keith accepted said amendment.  Commissioner Marlowe called for questions, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Commissioner Ash stated he understood what we were doing now, but what does the Resolution in January do?
