Commissioner Reich made a motion to nominate Gary Keith, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Commissioner Reich made a motion that nominations cease and Gary Keith be elected by acclamation, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Passed by voice vote with Commissioner Bradshaw voting no.

Commissioner Marlowe made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Commissioner Hall.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.
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
