Resolution 11-7-3 ________
Chairman Hutto stated tonight as we debate this issue, everyone needs to lay their personal feelings aside.  Everyone needs to lay this issue on the table and do what is best for this County.  The people in Providence and Del Webb area are asking for fire protection.  We have people in the southeastern portion of this county needing fire protection.  There are lots of needs that are here.  I want you to think about both of these that are here.  What pays for fire service is what’s called State Shared Revenue.  People ask me where do our tax dollars go?  Sales Tax as you know; half goes to Education, the other half collected in the City goes to the City; our half that we collect from the county goes to Education by way of Rural Debt Service.  Adequate Facilities Taxes are collected in the cities and they keep all those; the one the County collects: $2,000.00 goes to Education and $1,000.00 goes to Capital Projects. 73 cents of the property tax goes to the General Fund and that’s where WEMA is funded, but only the ambulance side of WEMA is funded out of the General Fund.  Also contributed to the General Fund is the State Shared Revenue and that’s the portion of where fire protection comes. Next year in your budget; fire budget will be by itself and the revenue that supports that will be by itself, so it will be clear for everyone to see where it’s coming from.  
Commissioner Reich made a motion to pull Resolution 11-7-4 that was in packet and vote on Resolution that was placed on your desk tonight, seconded by Commissioner Joines.  

Commissioner Justice made a motion to suspend the rules, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Passed by voice vote with Commissioners Bradshaw and Brockman voting no.

Commissioner Justice read Resolution 11-7-6 Expressing our Intention not to Expand County Fire Protection Inside the Corporate City Limits of Mt. Juliet.  Commissioner Glover made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Stafford. Commissioner Murray asked is there a time limit when they take over this service?  Chairman Hutto stated there is no time limit stated unless you amend it to say one.  Commissioner Murray stated so basically they don’t have to do anything and we are still going to provide them service?.  Commissioner Reich stated we would continue to provide them service at the current level they have now. Commissioner Weston stated this plainly says; this commission is not going to do anything else for you, including ambulance.  Chairman Hutto stated no sir, ambulance is our responsibility throughout the county.  Commissioner Weston stated it doesn’t say that in this Resolution.  Chairman Hutto stated the Resolution is only talking about fire protection.  Commissioner Weston stated you are saying you are through with the fire.  Chairman Hutto stated no sir, this Resolution simply states we will stay in Station 3 until Mt Juliet gets their fire protection up and going on the Providence end.  At that particular time we will still be in Station 3.  We will be doing the unincorporated areas; the rescue and public assistance just like we do for Lebanon and back up. At that particular time, Mayor Hagerty may come to you all about partnering.  You may or may not want to do that.  That is their decision.  Commissioner Weston stated he wanted to leave this open, so when the other station got built we would still be a partnership.  Chairman Hutto stated that would be up to you all when they bring it back.  Commissioner Marlowe made a motion to call for questions, unless there is someone else wanting to speak, seconded by Commissioner Hall.  Chairman Hutto stated Commissioner Justice is the other to speak.  Commissioner Justice stated he can bring the agreements if anyone would like to see them, but we are making the exact same agreement with Mt. Juliet that we have with the City of Lebanon.  We as Commissioners are not doing what we are suppose to be doing and that is protecting our employees.  Commissioner Thomas called for a five (5) minute recess.

Chairman Hutto declared the recess over and called the meeting back to order.  The Clerk called the roll showing 24 present and 1 absent.

Commissioner Bush asked does this Resolution constitute an automatic extension of the agreement?  Chairman Hutto stated he could give his opinion; the agreement had a five (5) year term limit on it.  It had a clause that said it would renew automatically year after year unless either party wanted to get out before that five year was up.  June 1, 2011 by the agreement, the term was up.  In my opinion that’s why it had a date.  Either way it goes, we are still there, we’re not leaving.  Commissioner Bush stated so neither person asked for the agreement to be cancelled; therefore it continues for a year.  Chairman Hutto stated no sir, it had a five (5) year term limit on it; it had a date on there.  Commissioner Bush stated so the interlocal agreement is not in effect?  Chairman Hutto stated in his opinion it isn’t.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated it is not intended to be an extension of your Interlocal agreement.  Commissioner Bush asked do we need an Interlocal agreement to provide fire service to the City of Mt. Juliet?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated we always had one.  Chairman Hutto stated in his opinion we are headed towards a solution.  Mt. Juliet has a revenue source in place.  I feel we have both groups heading in the right direction and we didn’t feel the need to draw up another one.  Commissioner Bush stated so we are going to continue as if the interlocal agreement is in effect?  Chairman Hutto stated that is what we have been doing.  Commissioner Bush stated he wanted it clear as to what the intentions of WEMA are to the citizens of Mt. Juliet.  It is my understanding that we will continue to behave in the same manner as we did with the interlocal agreement.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated he wanted to speak as a Mt. Juliet City Commissioner, we have been working hard the last several months trying to listen to the people to come up with a solution.  We as a Commission have decided we wanted to stay under the WEMA umbrella, not build another fire station. We decided we wanted Wilson County to continue to operate Station 3 as is basically; we would build another fire station on the South side of town in between that time.  If at point we had already said we will fund the personnel.  We just implemented a 20 cent property tax for fire service.  We are ready to build a fire station.  Commissioner Weston stated he wanted some way to fix it so we could be partners and work together.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to amend item 2 until May 31, 2012, seconded by Commissioner Brockman.  Commissioner McDonald stated this has been a daunting task to put all this together.  I think most people are willing to pay to feel safe.  I don’t see us comparing other cities.  We keep saying we need to be fair, but we can’t compare what isn’t the same.  I want us to be partners.  I would like to see this looked at a little bit harder.  Commissioner Patton stated this should have happened years ago.  Why do we need to vote on something to leave it as it is?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you are voting to continue on.  Commissioner Brockman stated this Resolution is sending a wrong message and what I mean is if we are going to work with somebody; and we are already at status quo, why are we going to put this into effect?  There’s a lot of discussion everywhere you go that Lebanon does this; Mt Juliet should do this.  There’s a lot of facts that go into this.  If you look at the facts; how long has Lebanon been a city?  How long has Lebanon been in the fire business?  Mt. Juliet has been a city since 1972.  They have doubled there population in the last 4 to 6 years.  This County is going to see the same growth and headaches in the next 4 to 6 years and we are just going to tell Mt. Juliet that they have to get in the fire business in the next 12 months.  I disagree with that. I would like a spreadsheet or something showing where the Adequate Facilities Tax Money and Shared Revenue is going. Commissioner Joines asked when June 1, 2012 gets here and they don’t have fire service, what are we going to do?  Are we going to take our stuff and leave?  Commissioner Murray stated we will leave on doing fire protection.  Commissioner Brockman withdrew his second to the amendment.  Commissioner Joines stated there has been a lot of hard work that’s gone into this Resolution. The EMA Committee has worked very hard on this. I believe the majority of us in here want Mt. Juliet to have their own fire protection, I know I do.  In my opinion, we are cleaning up something the past Commissions did.  There’s ways you can do it.  I think this Resolution is good.   Commissioner Marlowe stated he did not feel that a year was enough time for Mt. Juliet to get a fire station up and running.  In the meetings that we have had with WEMA, I was undoubtedly the thorn in the side of Mr. Reich. Because of Section 3; Mt. Juliet can come back to us in a partnership.  This is a great first step.  Commissioner McDonald stated if we are talking Mt. Juliet, why does this Resolution mention Lebanon and Watertown?  Commissioner Reich stated we have had numerous meetings working on this.  There was no date put on because he wasn’t going to pull fire out of Station 3, in case their station was up and running.  Commissioner Thomas stated this limits our options of working with the City of Mt. Juliet.  Commissioner Murray withdraws his motion.  Commissioner Glover calls for questions.
