County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he knew we couldn’t move property tax from one fund to another after the property tax rate is set.  This is not property tax we are moving.  Director Maynard stated this is not revenue, this is expenditures we are moving.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated he didn’t think this was a problem.  Commissioner Weston asked are you saying we are proper with the Resolution?  County Attorney Jennings stated that section is a different way of transferring funds.  We don’t operate under Title V, Section 9; we operate under Title V, Section 21.  We operate under the 1981 Financial Act.  Commissioner Weston asked are we legal in what we are doing?  County Attorney Jennings stated he believed so, but we need to ask the Comptroller and see what they say.  Commissioner Weston made a motion to amend that if the Comptroller is not satisfied with the way we do this, we rescind it automatically and bring it back to the Commission to fix, seconded by Commissioner Clariday.
