Commissioner Patton asked to explain the trading?  Director Jewell stated you get a better value if you have less mileage.  Commissioner Patton asked have we settled the bedding issue?  Director Jewell stated bed bugs have developed at Station 1 and there is a company coming in to take care of that.  Commissioner Keith stated when we hired the 6 employees I thought that was to straighten out the stations.  Director Jewell stated that was not his understanding.  He thought it was to assist the stations that were short. Commissioner Brockman stated he had been told that Station 3 had been running without paramedics.
