Whereas, each line item shall have a budgeted expenditure amount, and, a funding source shall be identified for each expenditure, seconded by Commissioner Thomas.  Commissioner Stafford made a motion to recess for copies of amendment to be made and passed out, seconded by Commissioner Glover.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.

Commissioner Marlowe withdrew his amendment.  Commissioner Marlowe requested this to go back to Insurance Committee and come back next month.  Commissioner Bush stated a transfer of $1.2 million from the workers compensation fund implies that we have excess cash in that fund.  I would like for someone to review very briefly, what the current balance is, what the normal withdrawals from the fund are; and how is it we have excess funds of $1.2 million to move.  Finance Director Aaron Maynard stated these are not excess funds.  Commissioner Bush asked over the past year what has the workers comp fund been used for?  What have been the withdrawals?  Director Maynard stated to pay for any workers compensation claims that have been filed and workers comp insurance.  Commissioner Bush stated so there will be no workers comp fund if we pass this Resolution, the balance will be 0.  So if there’s a workers compensation claim, what happens?  Director Maynard stated we are not taking the account down to 0, there will be about $200,000 or so left in the account.  Commissioner Bush asked Director Maynard if he was comfortable in taking this fund down to 0?  Director Maynard stated in a perfect world I would not want to do this, however, this is I think necessary and will fund the health insurance program through the rest of this year.  Commissioner Bush asked do you agree that this is a band aid?  Director Maynard stated if we were doing this without making changes to the insurance program I would agree whole heartily that this was a band aid, but we know that we have made at least $1.5 million worth of changes to the program.  We think the changes we have made will change people’s behavior enough to make the savings more than the $1.5 million.  I don’t look at it as a band aid at this point; I look at it as what we need to see us through so the solution has time to take effect.  Commissioner Bush stated the $600,000.00 that we are supposed to receive from the sale of the school property, there had previously been talk of those funds committed to other uses in the County.  Is that correct or not?  Chairman Hutto stated it was talked about at one time about the purchase of the land beside the jail, but we did not do that.  It has not been touched.  Commissioner Bush stated so these are funds that are available to be used as the county sees fit.  This is obviously an important use.  Director Maynard stated that money has not been designated for any other purpose.  Passed by a roll call vote 23 for, 2 against, 0 not voting, and 0 absent.

Commissioner Ash read Resolution 12-1-8 Expressing our Intent to Move $.03 of the Property Tax Rate from the General Debt Service Fund into the Insurance Fund for Fiscal Year 2012-2013.  Commissioner Glover made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Justice.   Commissioner Marlowe stated for a lot of different reasons, I feel that it would be appropriate to give this more thought, motion made to send this Resolution back to the Insurance Committee, seconded by Commissioner Thomas.  Commissioner Bush stated I appreciate the need of the previous Resolution of the $1.2 million and the $600,000.00.  This is really just moving chairs around on the deck of the Titantic.  We are going to be talking about generating a big debt issue on a building that we may or may not need, which will increase the County’s debt and here we are discussing taking pennies from the Debt Service Fund and I am greatly concerned that this Fund has a specific purpose and it does not have any relationship to the Insurance Fund whatsoever.  This doesn’t fix anything.  I’m disappointed that this has been brought forward and I would concur with Commissioner Marlowe that this needs to be sent back and rethought.  Commissioner Reich stated I appreciate all the support on the previous Resolution and fixing the problem for this year.  This Resolution addresses next year.  We had about a $2 million deficiency this year.  We have changed the program to what will hopefully save us $1.5 million next year.  The Insurance Committee met three (3) different nights, days in the Mayor’s Office and the Finance Director’s Office we are still going to have a deficiecy next year anywhere from $500,000 to $700,000. I don’t know where that money would come from.  The only thing the Insurance Committee could come up with through the advice of Mr. Maynard and other people was going to debt service on the 3 cents.  We can go back and meet, but I think we will come back with the same thing.  We have it fixed this year, you could do it next year, but I think we will come back with the same thing.  There is no other money out there for us to draw from.  We have done our work and this is what the Insurance Committee has recommended.  Commissioner Ash asked is this for one year or is it indefinite?  Commissioner Reich stated we wanted it to be indefinite, but we will go with one year. Hopefully, this Insurance thing is going to correct itself.  We have made some drastic cuts and it’s going to fix the problem, but I will go with one year if that is what the Commission wishes.  Commissioner Bush stated so this Resolution is a statement of intent it has no binding power on the Commission whatsoever, is that correct?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated you can’t set your tax rate yet. What is in the Tax Rate Resolution will be binding.  Commissioner Bush stated that is one more reason to send it back.   This is not timely.  This is not necessary.  It shouldn’t even be addressed in concert with the Insurance at this point.  This should be done during the budget process. Original Resolution.  Commissioner Ash made a motion to amend that the 3 cents from the Debt Service Fund be for one year only, seconded by Commissioner Stafford.  Commissioner Justice approved said amendment.  Commissioner Bush asked what does this do to the Debt Fund Balance for Fiscal Year 2012-2013?  Director Maynard stated this 3 cents does not cause us any problems for being able to handle our debt next fiscal year or years beyond.  Commissioner McFarland stated we need to look at it for one year and then do it again the next year if needed.  Commissioner Weston asked what year are we talking about?  Chairman Hutto stated 2012-2013.  Commissioner Weston asked why are we voting on something this year that affects next year?  Chairman Hutto stated you are giving your word on something for next year.  Commissioner Weston stated so really this isn’t doing anything, we will have to do it again at budget time.  Chairman Hutto stated you are giving your word that you are going to do it.  Commissioner Bradshaw asked are we going to be voting to dedicate 3 cents or will this be it?  Chairman Hutto stated this will be it.  Director Maynard stated we could not reach over and fill the hole that we have for the 2012 year.  Debt Service can’t be used for anything but debt service so when the budget time comes, if we don’t have a funding source for the shortfall.  I don’t have the work comp fund to reach into anymore.  I will have another $600,000 coming in from the sale of the Mt. Juliet Elementary School.  There is not another pool of money that I can reach over and make up any shortfall of money.  When it comes times to do the budget, we are not going to know if this fund is going to be short or not.  Commissioner Clariday asked is this money that is going to be generated through co-pay or is it relying heavily on people’s behavior changing?  Director Maynard stated the $1.5 million does not rely on any behavior changes at all.  It assumes that our Emergency Room visits are still off the charts.  It assumes that people keep on taking name brand drugs instead of generic.  It assumes that everything next year is just like this year except it’s an 80/20 plan instead of a 90/10 plan.  Commissioner Marlowe stated there is a lot of questions and now that it’s come out in the open now, this is why I wanted to send this back to the Insurance Committee. I feel that we are locking ourselves into something if we vote on this tonight, that we may not want to do in a few months.  What does another month matter?  Commissioner Bush asked Director Maynard; what would your opinion be if the intent of this effort was to permanently reduce the funds going into the General Debt Service by 3 cents?  Director Maynard stated with the Debt Service we have right now, we would not miss the 3 cents in Debt Service.  Now, that being said you and I both know we are not going to continue with the Debt Service we have right now indefinitely.  Commissioner Bush stated so this is not a good idea, would you agree with me?  Director Maynard stated here is my idea and my thought process.  You have an immediate known need; you have gone to your employees, and told them we understand how hard you work, we understand what you do, but we have to make some changes to the program.  These programs in some respect are going to come out of your pocket.  We hope a big part of the savings come from behavior changes, but the bottom line is passing cost to the employee. I’ve said all along that I thought this was going to require a sharing solution, the changes to the plan in my view are the employees contribution and it’s my hope that the County will contribute as well.  Now, again, depending on what you want to build there is still money in the Debt Service Fund, but you know if we want to build another high school or two we are going to have to raise taxes.  Commissioner Bush stated so really there are only two sources of new funds to fund this.  We have a program that is bankrupt.  It is dead in the water.  We are spending more than we are bringing in to fund an incredibly important benefit program for our employees.  We have made a long term commitment that we are going to provide a health insurance program for our employees.  Having said that; there is only two choices there seems to be; at some point you are going to have to ask the taxpayers to increase the property tax rate to fund the benefits for 600 employees of the County.  The alternative that I have seen for 40 years in the private sector is that the employees put a little more skin in the game for a program from which they benefit.  That’s the elephant in the room that no one wants to talk about.  Single employees pay nothing for this Insurance.  I think that is structurally wrong and as Mr. Maynard put as one of his options; was the possibility of raising employee premiums from anything from 0 that it is now to $280 per employee.  That in fact alone would raise $2 million.  This program can be self funded without taking money out of the Debt Service Fund.  I don’t think we want to go to the citizens of Wilson County and ask them to increase the property tax rates for things like this.  So, these things need to be considered again and it’s one more reason why this should not be considered tonight and should be considered during the budget process.  Commissioner Justice stated we sat here earlier and honored a gentleman, who if things hadn’t went his way, he would have put a lot more skin in the game, than we will sitting here making this vote.  The County Employees, I think are putting some skin in the game.  I personally hope that this body does not send this back to the Insurance Committee because I think we were charged with a task.  We didn’t all agree, but we came up with an agreement.  I can speak for myself only, that if there’s a magic way we can get through this Commissioner Bush, I hope you can make a meeting and show us.  I appreciate the people that spoke; I appreciate the people that came.  I know everybody has busy schedules.  There were a lot of good conversations from Commissioners that were not on the board and I’m not by any means an Insurance expert, but I have learned more in the last 3 months than I think I need to know.  The County Employees are our most valuable asset.  The Mayor is driving the bus but they are pushing it.  They are out here every day risking there lives.  This is a way I see to carry out next year.  We agreed as a Committee not to come up here with a band aid.  Our Chairman told us from the very beginning that he wouldn’t vote for a band aid, if we didn’t have a fix at the end.  I don’t know that this is a perfect fix, but this is what we are asking as a Committee.  I’m asking for you to express your intent that if this is the only way we have to fund this next year, let’s show some intent that we are going to stand behind our employees.  Let’s don’t give them 6% and take away 60%.  Let’s go forward.  Commissioner Keith stated he has listened to the questions asked by Commissioner Bush.  I don’t think there is a question that’s been asked already by attending all the meetings.  I’ve been to all the ones at night, the ones during the day, I’ve been on phone conversations.  Commissioner Bush you are a former Chairman of the Insurance Committee, that’s how Commissioner Reich got there as Chairman, was because you didn’t attend the meetings, but you want to come to these meetings and start re hashing the whole thing.  If you would attend these meetings, most of your questions if not all, would be answered there.  Commissioner Ash stated Resolution 12-1-6 takes care of the problem for this year.  If we vote to use 3 cents from the Debt Service Fund for one year; that will take care of next year.  By then we will know what savings we are going to have and what we need to do to fix it.  Commissioner Joines asked are we going to have to raise property taxes?  Director Maynard stated no, we won’t.  Commissioner Joines asked does $280 times 600 people equal $2 million?  Director Maynard stated it would raise a little over $2 million.  That is over and above the people who are paying family coverage.  They would pay that on top of their other.  Commissioner Joines stated this is not binding, we have to go back and we have to do it again.  This is giving our employees a vote of confidence and telling them that we are going to do what we said we were gonna do.  When it comes budget time, that’s when it gets rough.  Tonight we are telling the employees that we intend to do what we said we were going to do and offer you good insurance.  Commissioner Clariday stated a few months ago we moved $1 million to the Insurance Fund and we were doing it because of the National Healthcare.  Is this going to mess us up there?  Director Maynard stated no it shouldn’t.  Commissioner Reich stated we are going to lose our grandfather clause.  We were going to lose that in 2014 anyway.  We did have 2 different plans and this was decided in 2000.  The old plan was going to be taxed by the Federal Government in 2014.  All employees will be under one plan.  Commissioner Bannach asked would it be possible to have the Insurance Committee come back to us in 2013 and let us know the savings.  That way we would know if we needed to continue with the 3 cents.  Commissioner Reich stated we are hoping we won’t need this. We will be glad to come back and let your know the savings for a year.  Commissioner Marlowe called for the questions, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Passed by unanimous voice vote.
