New Business.   Commissioner Justice asked County Attorney Jennings to clarify for us after the Insurance Committee met and it was brought up before the Budget Committee, will you give us your legal opinion as to whether we should have went through the Budget Committee?  And if we shouldn’t have like the Rules Book, I would like to bring it before the floor and have it in the minutes and hear it here.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the Insurance Committee is charged with the responsibility of recommending a contract to the County Commissioners, that is your responsibility.  It goes through the Budget Committee because there was a fiscal note.  When we contracted with CareHere a few years ago, that’s how we did it.  We brought a Resolution that came out of the Insurance Committee, went to Budget because there was a fiscal note and then you brought it to the Commission in the form of a Resolution, with a contract attached.  The responsibility of recommending who your contract is with is with your Insurance Committee.  The fiscal note is where the Budget Committee comes in.  As I recall at the last meeting somebody said, its about the same but one of them is $12,000 higher than the other.  That’s where we left it. County Attorney Jennings stated no, he did not think so.  I can find you a Resolution, but I don’t have a contract.  Commissioner Justice stated he would like it to be voted on, it’s very important and I want guidance.  County Attorney Jennings stated I have a Resolution here that I can distribute, you will have to vote to suspend the rules.  You can consider the Resolution, but you do not have a Contract.  Commissioner Justice asked what do you recommend as our lawyer?  County Attorney Jennings stated I recommend bring a Resolution and a contract back next month.  I have a Resolution prepared, but I don’t have a contract.  I don’t know when the effective date begins.  You have to give so many days notice to CareHere that you will be going with someone else.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated he was not prepared to vote on this tonight.  I’ve read the notes and I believe it would be in the best interest to defer for one meeting.  Commissioner Joines stated I understand when we started CareHere I understand why it didn’t have to go before Budget Committee, but since it has a $12,000 additional fiscal note, it has to go before the Budget Committee.  Commissioner Reich made a motion to suspend the Rules, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Passed by voice vote to suspend the rules, with Commissioner Bradshaw voting no.
Commissioner Reich made a motion to go ahead and give CareHere a 60 day notice, that we are going to cease using their services, seconded by Commissioner Justice.  Commissioner Keith made a motion to change it to 90 days instead of 60 days.  Commissioner Reich stated we are not asking anyone to vote on a contract tonight, we are asking you to allow us to give CareHere a 60 or 90 Days Notice, that we will no longer be using their services.  Commissioner Justice made a motion to either vote with the Insurance Committee or vote against.  Yes, to accept recommendation from Insurance Committee; No, to keep what we have, seconded by Commissioner Keith.  Commissioner Justice stated all is contingent upon contract. 

 Deputy Clerk, Sondra Dowdy stated to her knowledge this is the motion being voted on:  
Motion to Give CareHere a 60 or 90 Day Notice(whichever is required) that We Are Going to Cease Using Their Services.  Amend if you vote Yes - You Accept the Recommendation from the Insurance Committee - No - You Vote to Keep on What We Have.  All is Contingent upon Contract.  Passed by a roll call vote 13 for, 10 against, 2 abstaining, and 0 absent.
