Motion to Amend to lower Tax Rate to $2.64.  Commissioner Keith asked what exactly are we cutting out from the original $2.72.  Commissioner Joines stated he would leave that to the Budget Committee to decide.  Commissioner Bush stated a 22 cents increase will be taking $6,300,000.00 per year from the pockets of the citizens from Wilson County.  The Budget Committee tossed us a problem, that they should have done a better job on.  They had to know that the 22 cents was a non starter from the beginning.  There is no way this body is going to approve $6,300,000.00 per year.  Being a numbers guy $6,300,000.00 is $63,000,000.00 over 10 years, $126,000,000.00 over 20 years.  Tax Rates don’t go down.  Over 20 years you are pulling $126,000,000.00, more than half this counties budget out of the pockets of the citizens of Wilson County.  I believe that is irresponsible and unnecessary.  The Budget Committee has not thought this through and now we are asked to make Million Dollar decisions.  That’s a sad way to run the finances of an unwise very rich County. I believe 14 cents is unacceptable.  I don’t think any of the citizens that spoke here tonight would find it acceptable. It’s not a one year increase, its an increase as far as the eye can see.  These are big numbers.  I recommend this amendment not pass. Commissioner Brockman stated being relatively new at this, this has probably been the biggest ticketed item I have ever seen, as far as this County Commission, as far as how many emails and contacts I have had.  I tried to keep up with who was for and who was against that spoke during the public hearing, there are six (6) people for and 26 against.  As far as emails and phone calls, I can count on one (1) hand how many people are for the tax increase.  I don’t know the correct answer at this point and time.  Our taxpayers do not want a property tax increase, we need to find another solution.  Commissioner Ash stated the Budget Committee has met numerous times concerning the budget, and you were never there.  Commissioner Brockman stated he like others has a job, and had to work.  We need to have different times that are convenient to everyone, not just the Budget Committee.  Commissioner Justice stated he sits on the Budget Committee and attended those meeting; Commissioner Bush I appreciate the way you have called out the Budget Committee tonight.  It was my intention to bring such important matters to the Full Commission.  I would also ask you, as far as your attendance in your committee meetings, you also sent double the needs, and I’m sure you are on at least one of those committees.  In a couple of meetings, we hashed those out by half. I don’t remember seeing you at the meetings.  I believe the Budget Committee sent this to the Full Commission, because it is important and they wanted everyone to have their say in it.  I also want people to realize there have been some tough choices made already.  I really resent your comments.
