Old Business.  Commissioner Brockman asked what is the status on the letter to Ms. Neal?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the letter has been sent, but have not heard anything back.
New Business.  Commissioner Joines stated he believed everyone remembers us sending the Private Act down to the Legislature and it got down there a little bit late, according to them and they were unable to act on it.  This is about the Convention Center at the Ag Center and the Hotel/Motel Tax to fund this.  We will need to extend our time line on this so we can run this through again next year.  This does not affect the Resolution in any way.  All it does is extend the timeline from December 31, 2012 to December 31, 2013.   Commissioner Joines made a motion to extend the time for the one year period, seconded by Commissioner Reich.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated there has not been a public notice and he believed the people of this county needed to be notified.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated most of the stuff we do under Old or New Business does not have public notice.  Maybe it should, but you have a catch all there.  Commissioner Brockman asked what is this?  Commissioner Joines stated last year this Commission sent a Private Act/Public Act to the Legislation for adding $3.00 to the Hotel/Motel to build a Convention Center at the Ag Center.  All we are doing is extending the time frame from December 31, 2012 to December 31, 2013.  Commissioner Keith asked do we have to vote tonight?  Commissioner Joines stated we waited until January of this year to vote on this, and the Legislation stated we didn’t get it down there in time for them to take any action.  Commissioner Joines asked County Attorney Mike Jennings if we don’t take any action on this Resolution come January 1, 2013 what happens to our Resolution?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated with the way it is worded right now, the State Legislature has to act on this by December 31, 2012, after that you have no Resolution.  Commissioner Joines stated we would have to start over.  All I’m asking for is for the same thing as last year just extend the time.  Commissioner Keith asked is there going to be any difference if we vote on this tonight or we wait till January?  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated the State Legislature is not going to be able to comply with the December 31, 2012 deadline.  The only way for them to act on this Resolution is for us to extend the time.  Commissioner Patton asked County Attorney Mike Jennings to allow Commissioner Duncan to read the Resolution.  Commissioner Thomas asked if we send this to the Legislature doesn’t it have to come back before us to be passed?  Commissioner Joines stated that is correct.  County Attorney Mike Jennings stated this is a 3 step process.  Step 1 – The Commission passes to send it to the Legislature.  Step 2 – Legislature approves the Private Act/Public Act.
