Chairman Hutto stated the School Safety Grants in the past have not allowed us to spend any of these moneys on SRO Officers, we are not sure if this will change in the near future. Commissioner Marlowe stated all principals in the County have been asked to examine there Crisis Plan and update those and send them to the Central Office.  We couldn’t spend any better money than the SRO Officers that are in each of these schools.  Commissioner Bannach stated this is very important.  These men and women will not only jump in front of any student.  You will see these men and women work with the students.  These people are not mall cops; they love our kids.  Commissioner Bush asked is there a particular reason why this can’t be funded through the Schools Budget instead of coming from the General Fund?  Commissioner Justice stated we are hoping the Schools will be able to assist with the funding of the additional SRO Officers.  Chairman Hutto stated when this came about I did go to both School Systems and asked how can we make this happen on a short term basis, because we are all strapped for money.
