Commissioner Ash made a motion to approve Resolution 13-3-8 Vote Center Recommendations that was passed out last month, seconded by Commissioner Hall.  Commissioner Patton stated she appreciated all that Mr. Warren had done for this.    She stated first and foremost she is a District 9 Commissioner and second she is a Wilson County Commissioner.  A vote in Wilson County is not worth $2.27 to this governing body.  We do not need to ask for taxes.  We have elections every two (2) years and this is not a yearly thing.  Its not about my district, it’s about Wilson County.  I think people should vote where they live.  I think they should have access to their County Commissioners.  I am firmly against this no matter, and I have talked with Mr. Warren about this.  Commissioner McFarland stated all my life I have heard you vote where you sleep.  I agree with Commissioner Patton on this.  This will only save approximately $30,000 to do this.  It’s not worth all the confusion.  Commissioner Weston stated this is a Pilot Program.  You are taking the personality out of this thing.  I know I’m an old fogy and I can’t go all over Wilson County.  My understanding is 10 counties have agreed to this so far.  Mr. Warren stated the bill limits it to five (5) counties.  Commissioner Weston asked if we vote this down, is the State going to push this on us anyway?  Mr. Warren stated this is a Pilot Program and all I’m asking for is your support.  This is up to the Legislation Coordinator to decide which Counties participate.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated all three (3) municipalities passed.  Mr. Warren stated yes it did.  Commissioner Bradshaw stated some of you act like $30,000 is diddly.  $30,000 to me is a lot of money.  A lot of people go to work, school, shopping, this will allow them to go to whatever site is closer to them to vote.  This is a positive for Wilson County.  Commissioner Patton stated if you all read this book, you know that about 50% of the people vote on election day.  Mr. Warren stated in this last election 62% voted early.  Commissioner Patton stated if you vote for this, you are voting to put a poll tax on everyone.  Commissioner Thomas stated he appreciated the work that Mr. Warren had put into this, yet he could not support this.  We need to encourage people to get out and vote, not discourage them.  Commissioner Keith stated the State is going to pass this regardless of what we say.   Commissioner Ash stated a year ago we were in this room stating you need to cut your budget, you need to save money.  I realize this is not a lot of money, but every little bit helps.
