Commissioner Brockman stated as our legal counsel, you can’t point us in the right direction.  County Attorney Jennings stated this is a Judicial manner.  Commissioner Brockman stated I don’t understand because you have to live in your district and if you don’t live in your district.  The way the law states you have to live in your district and per the email we got, states he does not live there and his house is for sale.  He resides at another residence.  If you do not reside in your official district, how can you be the elected official of that district?   County Attorney Jennings stated you have correctly quoted the law.  I don’t have the authority to make that decision.  It is a Judicial manner and a Judge has to make that ruling.  Commissioner Bannach stated he had not officially moved.  He is still paying taxes, still has furniture and living there some.  Commissioner Bush stated the legal definition of residence is well established in law.  I’m not the right one to quote that and Mr. Jennings can educate us.  Commissioner Bush asked Commissioner Bannach where he planned his legal residence to be from this day forward?  Commissioner Bannach stated he was not going to answer these questions on the floor of the Court.  Commissioner Bush stated if you are not residing in that district, then as our colleague has indicated you probably shouldn’t be voting on their behalf.  If your intention is to reside in your new home in your new district, then it’s a matter of fact and you can clarify that for us, here on the floor, if you so wish.  Commissioner Keith stated we are talking about a man who has served the biggest part of twelve (12) years faithfully to this County, this Commission and several Committees.  He has done the right thing when he decided to buy a bigger house, he alerted this body.  When he was voted in, he was voted in to represent this district until a replacement can be made.  Everything is perfectly inline.  Commissioner Reich stated he has been on the Commission seven and a half (7 ½) years during the past I’ve seen a lot of attempts that I thought was pretty underhanded in trying to beat a Resolution that you knew did not have the votes and you try to bend the rules to break that.  I wasn’t going to make this speech because I’ve been pretty out spoken the past few months, but I’m going to go ahead and say it anyway.  Everybody on this Commission, 25 seats, was elected to represent their district.  You are supposed to do first of all, what the people of your district ask you to do.  If they don’t ask you or you don’t get a lot of calls, then they have put their faith in you to do what you think is right and best for Wilson County.  We are divided up too much sectionally in this county.  If you’re not going to do what’s best for Wilson County, then you need to run for office in the City that you reside.  You were elected to do what’s best for Wilson County, not Lebanon, not Mt. Juliet, and not Watertown.  If you can’t do that, then you need to run for office somewhere else.  Commissioner Brockman stated that was not my intentions on my comments ever, so don’t even go there with me.  I am elected by my district and I still live in my district.  That’s my only point.  It is not my intention to undermine anything.  I am one vote.  I’m going to vote my conscience.  If it goes up, it goes up.  If it goes down, it goes down.  Commissioner Justice stated I appreciate what you have done for 12 years.  I have called you for advice on different manners.  I would rather see you vote tonight, because you are going to vote to represent the people in that district.  I would rather not see that seat be empty and those constituents not represented.

Commissioner Justice read Resolution 13-12-9 Requesting State Senator Mae Beavers, State Representative Susan Lynn and State Representative Mark Pody to Sponsor, and Work for the Adoption of, A Private Act Amending the Private Acts of 1980.  Commissioner Joines made a motion that said Resolution be adopted, seconded by Commissioner Stafford. Commissioner Bush stated we are talking about contemplating an increase in the hotel/motel tax rate.  Up to a maximum of 8%.  Chairman Hutto stated his understanding is if this passes it will be sent down to the Legislature to ask them to increase our hotel/motel tax from 5% to 8%, it would then come back to you to be voted on for what percent you wanted to use.  Commissioner Bush stated he understand that Chairman Hutto had conversation with the hotel/motel folks in Wilson County and what is their opinion of this tax?  Chairman Hutto stated he met with the hotel/motel folks at O’Charleys the week before and had a conversation about they would like us to consider a 1% increase instead of a 3% increase.  Commissioner Bush stated this body initiated a study by a Professor at MTSU and if not mistaken to the tune of $15,000.00.  Chairman Hutto stated correct.  Commissioner Bush stated to undertake the feasibility study of such a project.  This isn’t just about a tax rate it’s about moving ahead with a $9 million project.  Most of us have had the opportunity to look at the study and as I look at it, some things jump out dramatically.  The 2 scenarios that the study offers is negative cash flow forever.  It does not make much financial sense to go ahead with it.  Part of the study assumes that there is a trend of meetings and so forth moving from Tier 1 cities to Tier 2 cities.  Nashville is not a Tier 1 city and they are barely a Tier 2.  It suggests that meetings are moving to Nashville not to Lebanon or Mt. Juliet.  People link the rodeo to this structure being built, this has nothing to do with the other.  The rodeo is coming regardless.  The primary source of funding does not want the funding to go into place.  Commissioner Joines stated he didn’t understand how people could pick and choose what they like in a feasibility study.  You either like it or you don’t.  It was never meant to be a building to host the rodeo.  If it helps we can put a no equine sign on the building.  Thirty years ago in this room, somebody stood up and said we should spend the money and buy property on Baddour Parkway.  That very same night somebody stood up and said why would you want to do that?  Sometimes things come up in front of you that you have to consider and ask yourself what is good for Wilson County.  What is the difference between Wilson and Rutherford County?  We have a major highway running through Wilson County, they have a major highway running through Rutherford County.  They have a river and a lake, we got two rivers and a lake that surrounds us.  They have a  university that sends people to the United States Congress and we do too.  We get Federal money for our roads and they get Federal money for their roads.  One thing they do is they pay a lot of attention to quality of life.  They have parks, bike trails, walking trails, running trails.  They have things over there that we don’t have.  One of the things big companies and corporations look at is the quality of life, when choosing a location.  One of the things is low taxes and we have them.  We are lacking on our quality of life.  We have a funding mechanism that will make a quality of life in Wilson County.  Passed by a roll call vote 17 for, 6 against, 0 not voting, and 2 absent.
